The Republic of Moldo-
va has undergone various political-legal and so-
cial-economic transformations in its history, and
their character has demonstrated a certain truth:

the best European and international practices of
affirming human personality and strengthening
democracy.

The security of the state and society, as well
as that of the person, constitute fundamental val-
ues, and their existence and unhindered realiza-
tion depend on the normal conduct of the state’s
activity in the performance of its tasks and func-

Viable public order in a changing world
allows the consolidation of sustainable internal
stability and is the result of two complementary
trends [1]: the first is that of continuity, which is
based on a certain culture of public order specif-
ic to the sport and on internal developments of
the public order and safety system. As a result
of successive modernizations and a culture-spe-
cific to this space, public order and safety tend
to balance. The second trend is that of reform,
imposed by the role of changes that are driving
the European and global space. In this reform,
the interoperability criterion is a necessity. The
Republic of Moldova must adapt its administra-
tion and public services to European standards
in order to achieve this need. The public order
system cannot be approached in isolation, it must
be approached from the current international
context, where the fundamental option is security
regionalisation and globalisation. The Republic
of Moldova is an area with tension and poten-
tial military conflicts can expand, but above all,
an important action of cross-border organised
crime has allowed the highlighting of risks related
to the regional context. Even the inefliciency of
governance activities in certain areas can become
a threat to national security. The country’s eco-
nomic and financial problems, with repercussions
on the social side, have affected and continue to
affect the functioning of society.

1. Public order in a modern society

In any state of law, the Constitution is the
basis of its activity, and any central or local pub-



sti Constitutia, iar orice actiune a autoritatilor
publice centrale sau locale se desfigoara intr-un
cadru legal.

Ordinea publicd constituie un ansamblu de
reguli care organizeazd comportamentul indivizi-
lor in societate, in mod special, in locurile publice,
reguli care se materializeaza atit in norme morale,
teologice, obiceiuri, traditii si norme juridice, cit
si in masurile pe care societatea este in drept si le
ia prin intermediul organelor sale abilitate impo-
triva indivizilor atunci cdnd aceste reguli de con-
duita sociald nu sunt respectate.

Ordinea publici este interpretata si ca sta-
re de ,legalitate, de echilibru si pace sociala”, prin
care se asiguri linistea publica, securitatea persoa-
nei, a colectivitatilor si a bunurilor, sinitatea si
morala publici, care permite exercitarea drepturi-
lor silibertatilor constitutionale, precum si functi-
onarea structurilor specifice statului de drept.

Caracteristica principald a mentinerii ordi-
nii publice o constituie prevenirea, in care scop
culegerea si valorificarea informatiilor este ele-
mentul esential, alaturi de actiunile privind asigu-
rarea ordinii pe timpul intrunirilor si manifestatii-
lor publice de diferite tipuri.

Noile realitati legate de mentinerea ordinii
publice impun, in contextul unei specializari si al
unui profesionalism ridicat, dezvoltarea §i trans-
formarea permanenti a urmatoarelor capacitati:
capacitatea de informare, viteza de reactie, forta
de reactie, controlul situatiei in timp si spatiu,
gestionarea activitatii de comanda. Diversitatea
elementelor componente impune existenta unor

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lic authorities” action is carried out within a legal
framework. There can be no democracy without
the defense and respect for human rights, and this
can only be achieved in a safe, order and public
security framework.

To ensure the climate of normality, in
which the phrase “public order” finds expression,
the State constitutes specific institutions, referred
to in general terms as law enforcement bodies.
These bodies being charged with maintaining
public order are a sure basis of social peace. These
bodies face various individuals, groups, associa-
tions, etc. who initiate and develop increasingly
violent and well-organized actions.

Public order constitutes a set of rules that
organize the behavior of individuals in society,
especially in public places, rules that materialize
both in moral, religious, customs and legal norms,
as well as in measures that society is entitled to
take through its competent bodies against indi-
viduals when these rules of social conduct are not
respected.

Public order is also interpreted as a state of
“legality, balance and social peace”, which ensures
public peace, the security of the person, the com-
munities and property, public health and morali-
ty, that allows also the exercise of constitutional
rights and freedoms, as well as the functioning of
structures specific to the rule of law.

The main feature of maintaining public
order is prevention, in which the purpose of col-
lecting and valuing information is the essential
element, along with actions on ensuring order
during meetings and public demonstrations of
different types.

The new realities related to the mainte-
nance of public order require, in the context of
a specialty and high professionalism, a continu-
ous development and increasing of the following
skills: information skills, reaction speed, reaction
force, control of the situation in time and space,
management of the team activity. The diversity
of the components requires the existence of or-
ganizational principles, mandatory to ensure the
internal security forces, internal order, cohesion
and efficiency.

These principles are: an adequate organiza-
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coeziunea si eficienta necesare. Aceste principii
sunt: adecvarea organizarii fortelor, convergen-
ta eforturilor, specializarea, economia fortelor si
mijloacelor, delimitarea, stabilitatea si continuita-
tea, stabilirea unor proportii juste intre elemen-
tele de conducere, de executie, de asigurare si lo-
gistica.

Importanta asigurdrii ordinii publice in stat
este primordiald: contribuie la respectarea si exe-
cutarea legilor, a hotararilor judecitoresti, buna
convietuire in societate, precum si buna functio-
nare a serviciilor de stat, permite realizarea echi-
librului bazat pe consensul social necesar functi-
ondrii optime a ansamblului social in conditiile
reglementirilor juridice interne, consacrarii apa-
rarii §i respectdrii drepturilor si libertatilor funda-
mentale ale cetitenilor, a proprietatii publice si
private, garanteaza asigurarea conditiilor cores-
punzitoare edificarii unui stat de drept.

Cu alte cuvinte, asigurarea ordinii publice
reprezintd o necesitate sociald, realizata prin acti-
vitati specifice de organe speciale, fortele de ordi-
ne publicd, ce reprezinti autoritati detindnd com-
petente si atributii in materie de ordine publica si
carora, prin lege si prin alte acte normative, li se
confera sarcini in ocrotirea normelor de drept.

Din categoria organelor prin intermediul
carora se realizeaza aplicarea legilor face parte si
politia, considerat un ,organ specializat al pute-
rii executive insdrcinat de legislatia in vigoare si
asigure pacea si linistea publici, sd apere societa-
tea de orice manifestari violente, sd identifice i sa
imobilizeze persoanele care manifesta un com-
portament ilicit aplicind misuri de constrangere
in modul prevazut de lege“ [2].

In acelasi timp, in calitatea sa de autoritate
publicd, chemata sa asigure aplicarea §i respecta-
rea legii, politia este si un ,instrument de control,
dar si de represiune, in situatiile in care forta fizi-
ca devine necesara pentru impunerea ordinii de
drept. In conformitate cu prevederile Strategiei
nationale in domeniul protectiei intelectuale, men-
tinerea securitdtii publice (Hotirirea Guvernului
din 31 mai 2017) [3], se impune realizarea efici-
enta a masurilor politice, organizationale, social-
economice, informationale, de drept si alte ma-
suri in vederea: depistarii, prevenirii, combaterii

tion of forces, a convergence of efforts, specializa-
tion, the economy of forces and means, delimita-
tion, stability and continuity, the establishment of
just proportions between the elements of leader-
ship, execution, insurance and logistics.

The importance of ensuring public order
in the state is absolute: it contributes to the ob-
servance and law enforcement, court decisions,
good coexistence in society, as well as the prop-
er functioning of state services and it allows the
achievement of the balance based on the social
consensus necessary for the optimal functioning
of the society under the conditions of internal
legal regulations, the consecration for the defense
and respect for the fundamental rights and free-
doms of citizens, public and private property, as
well it guarantees the conditions appropriate to
the edification of a rule of law.

In other words, assuring public order is a
social necessity, carried out through specific ac-
tivities of special bodies, law enforcement bod-
ies, representing authorities and having powers
to maintain and assure public order and so, their
duty is to protect the rule of law by means of nor-
mative acts

The police is considered a “specialised body
of the executive power responsible for the legisla-
tion in force, to ensure peace and quiet in force, to
protect society from any violent manifestations,
to identify and immobilize persons who manifest
an illicit compartment by applying coercive meas-
ures in the manner prescribed by law” [2].

At the same time, the police, as a public
authority, called upon to ensure the application
and observance of the law, are also an “instru-
ment of control, but also of repression, in situ-
ations where physical force becomes necessary
for the law enforcement. In accordance with the
National Strategy provisions in the field of intel-
lectual protection and the maintenance of public
security (Government Decision of 31 May 2017)
[3], it is necessary to carry out effective political,
organisational, social-economic, informational,
legal and other measures with a view to: detect,
prevent and combat terrorism and extremism,
corruption, illegal circulation of narcotics and
psychotropic substances, weapons, ammuni-

Inspectoratul General al Politiei reprezin-
ta unitatea centrald de administrare §i control a
Politiei, in subordinea Ministerului Afacerilor
Interne, care, in conditiile legii, apara drepturile
silibertitile fundamentale ale persoanei prin acti-
vititi de mentinere, asigurare si restabilire a ordi-
nii i securitatii publice, prevenire, descoperire si
investigare a infractiunilor si contraventiilor [4].

2. Nivelul infractionalitatii in Republica
Moldova

In ultimul timp, societatea abordeazi, tot
mai frecvent, probleme ce tin de cresterea nive-
lului infractionist. Analiza datelor statistice ins,
pentru perioada anilor 2016-2020, a cadrului le-
gal aferent si altor surse demonstreaza ca tendinta
privind rata infractionalitatii este in scidere.

Conform definitiei oferite de Biroul Nati-
onal de Statisticd: infractiune este o fapta (actiu-
nea sau inactiunea) prejudiciabild, previzuta de
legea penala, savarsitd cu vinovatie i pasibila de
pedeapsa penala [S].

Actul legislativ de bazi privind drepturile
fundamentale ale omului, care cuprinde norme
de drept ce stabilesc principiile si dispozitiile ge-
nerale si speciale ale dreptului penal, determina
faptele ce constituie infractiuni si prevede pedep-
sele ce se aplicd infractorilor — este Codul penal
al Republicii Moldova nr.985 din 18.04.2002
publicat in Monitorul Oficial al RM nr.72-74 din
14.04.2002 [6].

Biroul National de Statistici prezintd in-
formatia privind nivelul infractionalitatii in anul
2020, elaborata pe baza datelor furnizate de Mi-
nisterul Afacerilor Interne, Agentia de Adminis-
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tion, explosive substances, organization of illegal
migration, trafficking in human beings, or other
attacks on the rights and freedoms of the person
and citizen, material and spiritual values of the
society, infrastructure objects of the Republic of
Moldova of critical and/or potentially dangerous
importance, as well as to prevent social conflicts,
eliminate and minimize the consequences of
emergency situations caused by man and nature,
facts that could endanger the life and health of the
person, to improve the public administration to
ensure of transport security.

The General Inspectorate of Police repre-
sents the central unit of administration and con-
trol of the Police, subordinated to the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, which mission is to defend the
fundamental rights and freedoms of the person
through activities of maintaining, ensuring and
restoring public order and security, prevention,
discovery and investigation of crimes and misde-
meanours [4].

2. The crime rate in the Republic of Mol-
dova.

Recently, society is approaching more and
more frequently problems related to the crime
rate increasing. However, the analysis of crime
statistics for the period 2016-2020 of the related
legal framework and other sources shows that the
trend regarding the crime rate is decreasing.

According to the definition provided by
the National Bureau of Statistics: crime is a prej-
udicial act (action or inaction), provided by the
criminal law, committed with guilt and punisha-
ble by criminal punishment [5].

The basic legislative act on fundamental
human rights, which includes legal norms that
establish the principles and general and special
provisions of criminal law, determines the facts
that constitute crimes and provides penalties for
criminals - is the Criminal Code of the Republic
of Moldova n0.985 of 18.04.2002 published in
the Official Gazette of the Republic of Moldova
no. 72-74 of 14.04.2002 [6].

The National Bureau of Statistics presents
the information on the crime rate in 2020, based
on data provided by the Ministry of Internal Af-
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trare a Instantelor Judecitoresti, Administratia
Nationali a Penitenciarelor.

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Observam ca rata infractionalitatii inregis-
tratd in perioada 2016-2020 este in scidere. Ast-
fel, conform datelor Ministerului Afacerilor Inter-
ne, in anul 2020 pe teritoriul Republicii Moldova
au fost inregistrate 26,3 mii infractiuni, fiind in
scadere cu 17,0% comparativ cu anul precedent si
cu 37,2% comparativ cu anul 2016. Rata infracti-
onalitatii in anul 2020 a constituit 100 infractiuni
la 10 mii locuitori, comparativ cu 120 infractiuni
in anul 2019 si 151 infractiuni in anul 2016.

Din infractiunile inregistrate, 18,4% au fost
infractiuni exceptional de grave, deosebit de gra-
ve si grave, inclusiv 2,7% au revenit infractiuni-
lor exceptional de grave si deosebit de grave, iar
15,7% — celor grave. In ultimii S ani s-a inregistrat
o scadere a infractiunilor exceptional de grave
(-14,9%), deosebit de grave (-55,1%), a celor gra-
ve (-40,6%), mai putin grave (-39,4%) si usoare
(-28,2%).
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We notice that the crime rate registered
in the period 2016 - 2020 is decreasing. Thus,
according to the data of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs, in 2020 on the territory of the Republic of
Moldova were registered 26.3 thousand crimes,
decreasing by 17.0% compared to the previous
year and by 37.2% compared to 2016. The crime
rate in the year 2020 constituted 100 crimes per
10 thousand inhabitants, compared to 120 crimes
in 2019 and 151 crimes in 2016.

Another point is the fact that the crime
rate is higher in urban areas (58.6%). Every third
crime was registered in Chisinau - 27.9%. Out of
the total number of crimes, in Bilti municipality,
5.5% of the total crimes were registered, in Cahul
district - 3.8%, Orhei - 2.9% and Ialoveni - 2.6%.

Out of the registered crimes, 18.4% were
exceptionally serious, particularly serious and se-
rious crimes, including 2.7% for exceptionally se-
rious and particularly serious crimes, and 15.7%
for serious ones. In the last S years, there has
been a decrease in exceptionally serious crimes
(-14.9%), particularly serious crimes (-55.1%),
serious crimes (-40.6%), less serious crimes (-39,
4%) and light (-28.2%).

Of the total
number of registered
crimes, 11.7%
committed by people
of working age, but
without occupation.

The number of crimes committed by mi-
nors is decreasing [7].

In 2020, 606 crimes committed by or
with the participation of minors were registered,
which constituted 2.3% of the total registered
crimes. Compared to the previous year, there was
an 8.7% reduction in juvenile delinquency, es-
pecially property crimes. There were 106 crimes
committed by minors per 100 thousand children
aged 0-17 compared to 156 crimes in 2016 when
the highest level of juvenile delinquency rate in
the last 5 years was recorded. Minors were most
often involved in thefts - 56.3%, followed by rob-

La 10 mii femei au revenit 7 femei
care au comis infractiuni, iar in cazul barbatilor
acest indicator a constituit 95 barbati [8].

In 2020, the number of people who died
as aresult of registered crimes was of 490 people.
Thus, every second person died as a result of a car
accident (39.2%), 26.7% due to homicides and
10.4% due to intentional injuries. Most people
died as a result of exceptionally serious, particu-
larly serious and serious crimes - 418 people.

The highest level of crime was registered
among men, women being in the number of per-
sons who committed crimes -7.7%. 7 thousand
women who committed crimes returned to 10
thousand women, and in the case of men, this in-
dicator was 95 men [8].

Community service, incarceration and
probation are the main punishments applied to
convicts.

In 2020, the following punishments were
mainly applied: community service - 3754 people
(39.9%), imprisonment - 2417 people (25.7%),
probation - 2104 people (22.4%), fine - 1126



In anul 2020, preponderent au fost aplicate

— 1126 (12,0%). In cazul minorilor a predominat
condamnarea conditionati (44,0%), inchisoarea
(41,2%) si amenda (6,6%).

Asupra celor expuse mai sus, mentionim
ca numirul infractiunilor scade sau creste pe par-
cursul timpului ca raspuns la o mare varietate de
factori. Factorii economici (ex. somajul, lipsa lo-
curilor de muncs, inchiderea unor intreprinderi,
sdricia etc.) joacd un rol important in formarea
tendintelor in cresterea infractiunilor. Consumul
de alcool si somajul par si influenteze numirul
actelor de violenta. Alte potentiale influente la di-
ferite niveluri ale infractiunii includ disponibilita-
tea armelor, ratele familiilor separate, procentaje-
le familiilor monoparentale care trdiesc in sdricie,
niveluri ale mobilitatii geografice si procentajul
femeilor care fac parte din forta de munci.

Concluzii. In calitate de concluzie, tinem
sd exprimdm convingerea ci in pofida unor difi-
cultati cu care se confrunta politia din Republica
Moldova, aceasta inregistreaza succese in vederea
formarii unui sistem eficient de mentinere, asi-
gurare si restabilire a ordinii publice, demne de
apreciat. Putem cu usurinti s vedem obiectivele
realizate, si anume: consolidarea protectiei per-
soanei, a sigurantei societatii si a statului pe fon-
dul consolidarii climatului de ordine si securitate
publicd, crearea sistemului integrat de ordine si
securitate publicd, apt sd raspundi in timp util si
eficace nevoilor persoanei, societatii si statului.

Consolidarea capacitatilor de prevenire si
combatere a criminalititii va inregistra un indice
inalt prin modernizarea metodelor, mijloacelor si
indicatorilor de performanti utilizate. Acestea nu
s-ar intdmpla daca Republica Moldova nu ar pune
in aplicare noile politici de personal pe linia recru-
tarii, selectarii, promovarii, integrarii si reconversi-
ei socio-profesionale a angajatilor din cadrul MAL
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(12.0%). In case of minors, probation (44.0%),
imprisonment (41.2%) and fine (6.6%) prevailed.

Regarding the above, we mention that the
number of crimes decreases or increases over
time in response to a wide variety of factors. Eco-
nomic factors (eg unemployment, lack of jobs,
closure of enterprises, poverty, etc.) play an im-
portant role in shaping rising crime trends. Al-
cohol consumption and unemployment seem to
influence the number of acts of violence. Other
potential influences at different levels of crime in-
clude firearms availability, rates of separated fam-
ilies, percentages of single-parent families living
in poverty, levels of geographic mobility, and the
percentage of women in the workforce.

Conclusions. In conclusion, we would
like to express our conviction that despite some
difficulties faced by the police, the Republic of
Moldova is successful in forming an efficient sys-
tem of maintaining, ensuring and restoring pub-
lic order, worthy of appreciation. We can easily
see the objectives achieved, namely: enforcing
person protection, as well as the society and the
state security against the background of enforcing
public order and security, creating the integrated
system of public order and security, able to re-
spond in a timely and effective way to the needs
of the society and the state. Strengthening crime
prevention and control skills will be possible by
modernizing the methodology, means and per-
formance indicators used. This would not happen
if the Republic of Moldova did not implement the
new personnel policies on recruitment, selection,
promotion, integration and socio-professional re-
conversion of MIA employees.
