Thus, due to these factors, each person or
group of people is characterized by a certain type
of personality.

Because of criminology studying people

Metode de cercetare. La elaborarea aces-
tui studiu au fost utilizate urmatoarele metode de
cercetare: metoda descriptivd, metoda compara-
tivd, metoda analizei logice si metoda dialectica.

Continutul de baza. Personalitatea infrac-
torului este atat o notiune sociologici generala, cit
si 0 notiune juridica. Aceasta inseamnd ca perso-
nalitatea infractorului nu poate fi analizati sepa-
rat de esenta sociald a omului, in afara sistemului
relatiilor sociale, participant al cirora este omul.
Sub influenta relatiilor sociale, a solicitérii se for-
meazi nu doar particularititile sociale ale persoa-
nei, dar si trsaturile psihologice, morale, precum
si astfel de facultati ale acestuia cum sunt viziunile,
convingerile, orientarile valorice, asteptarile de la
viata, calitatile intelective si volitive.

Asadar, prin personalitatea infractorului se
subintelege persoana care a savarsit o infractiune,
in care s-a manifestat antisociabilitatea acesteia,
exprimata in ansamblul trasiturilor ei negative
care, interactionind cu circumstantele exter-
ne, influenteazd caracterul comportamentului
infractional [2. p.22-23].

Subiectul personalititii criminalului a de-
venit o problema complexa. Pentru criminologi,
indivizii care comit infractiuni, devin obiecte de
cercetare stiintifici. Studiul personalitatii crimi-
nalului este o conditie prealabild importanta si
necesard pentru prevenirea stiintifici a comporta-
mentului infractional.

Unul din elementele principale ale obiectu-
lui criminologiei ca stiintd o constituie personali-
tatea infractorului, fard studierea cireia nu este
posibila elucidarea altor probleme criminologice
referitoare la determinantele criminalitatii, organi-
zarea procesului de combatere a acesteia [3. p.85].

Criminologii studiazi personalitatea in-
fractorului din perspectiva relevarii rolului
ei in etiologia actului infractional i utilizarii
posibilitatilor de influentare asupra acesteia pen-
tru a nu admite repetarea actiunilor infractionale.

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who use violence for criminal purposes and ana-
lyzing the personality of the offender in close con-
nection with his behavior, it should be based on
theoretical concepts and practical conclusions
about the unique pattern of certain people who
tend to commit violence.

Methods of research. The following meth-
ods of research were we used at the elaboration
of this study: descriptive method, comparative
method, logical analysis method and dialectics
method.

Basic content. The personality of the of-
fender is both a general sociological notion and
a legal notion. This means that the personality of
the offender cannot be analyzed detached from
the social essence of a human, outside the system
of social relations, in which human is a partici-
pant. Under the influence of social relations, the
demand is formed not only based on the person’s
social peculiarities, but also on his psychological,
moral traits, as well as his faculties such as visions,
beliefs, value orientations, life expectancy, intel-
lectual and volitional qualities.

Therefore, the personality of the offender
means the person who committed a crime, in
which its inseparability was manifested, expressed
in all its negative features that interact with ex-
ternal circumstances, influence the nature of the
criminal compartment [2. p.22-23].

The subject of the murderer’s personality
has become a complex issue. For criminologists,
individuals who commit crimes become objects
of scientific research. The study of the criminal’s
personality is an important and necessary pre-
condition for the scientific prevention of criminal
behavior.

One of the main elements of the object of
criminology as a science is the personality of the
offender, without the study of which it is not pos-
sible to elucidate other criminological problems
related to the crime determinants and the organi-
zation of its combating process (3. p-85].

Criminologists study the personality of the
offender from the perspective of revealing its role
in the etiology of the criminal act and using the
possibilities to influence it in order to prevent
the recurrence of criminal acts. From the point
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tregului mecanism al comportamentului crimi-
nal, iar acele particularitati ale ei care genereaza
un astfel de comportament trebuie si formeze
obiectul nemijlocit al prevenirii [2. p.343].

Criminologia, spre deosebire de alte disci-
pline umanistice, abordeazi personalitatea uma-
na din perspectiva implicarii acesteia in etiologia
si profilaxia infractionalitatii, cautdnd si dea ras-
puns la multe intrebiri referitoare la infractor si
la comportamentul criminal. Conceptul de perso-
nalitate a infractorului a suferit schimbari pe par-
cursul evolutiei criminologiei, aproape fiecare au-
tor avind propria sa definitie, propriul siu punct
de vedere asupra personalititii [3. p.85].

Calitatile individuale caracterizeaza perso-
nalitatea din diferite puncte de vedere: educatia,
nivelul cultural, calificarea, starea familiald etc.
Toate acestea n-ar fi prezente la individ, daci
el ar vietui in afara societitii, a relatiilor sociale.
Relatiile social-economice, cultura si morala care
predomind in societate formeazd manifestirile
vietii intelectuale ale personalititii, sentimentele,
caracterul, interesele, scopurile ei [4. p.41].

Personalitatea fiecirui cetitean in parte
(atat a celui delincvent, cit si celui non-delin-
cvent) se formeazi pe baza diverselor sfere ale
vietii sociale:

— familia, care reprezinta veriga principala
ce sta la baza crearii comportamentului persoanei
mature i integrarea acesteia in societate. Contac-
tul parinte-copil joacd un rol enorm in modelarea
personalitatii unei persoane.

In familiile in care parintii duc un mod pa-
razitar de viata, nu muncesc, consuma sistematic
si abuziv bauturi alcoolice, unde predomina lico-
mia, egoismul sau au antecedente penale riscul
aparitiei unor manifestari antisociale la copii este
foarte sporit [4. p.52].

In investigatiile din alte tiri, savantii au pus
in evidentd numarul minorilor (peste 30 %) care
au comis infractiuni de violentd, proveniti din fa-
milii care fie stilul de educatie este despotic, fie
parintii sunt total indiferenti. Climatul de violenta
intrafamilial lasa urmari in ceea ce priveste stilul
de viati al viitorului adult [3. p.93].

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of view of criminology, the personality of the of-
fender bears in itself the causes of the crime, is
the main link of the whole mechanism of criminal
behavior, and those features that generate such
behavior must be the direct object of prevention
[2.p.343].

Criminology, unlike other humanities, ap-
proaches the human personality from the per-
spective of its involvement in the etiology and
proxy of crime, seeking to answer many questions
about the offender and criminal behavior. The
concept of personality of the offender has under-
gone changes during the evolution of criminolo-
gy, almost each author having his own definition,
his own point of view on personality [3. p.85].

Individual qualities characterize the per-
sonality from different points of view: education,
cultural level, qualification, family status, etc. All
this would not be present in the individual, if he
lived outside society, of social relations. The so-
cio-economic relations, culture and morals that
predominate in society form the manifestations
of the intellectual life of the personality, its feel-
ings, character, interests, goals [4. p.41].

The personality of each citizen (both delin-
quent and non-delinquent) is formed on the basis
of various social life spheres:

- the family, which represents the main link
that underlies the creation of the behavior of the
mature person and his integration in the society.
Parent-child contact plays a huge role in shaping
a person’s personality.

In families where parents lead a parasitic
way of life, do not work, systematically and abu-
sively consume alcoholic beverages, where greed,
selfishness and cupidity predominate, or there
was a criminal record, the risk of antisocial mani-
festations of children is very high [4. p.52].

Based on the investigations of other coun-
tries, the scientists highlighted the number of
minors (over 30%) who committed crimes of
violence, coming from families whose either style
of education is despotic or their parents are to-
tally indifferent. The climate of domestic violence
leaves repercussions in terms of the lifestyle of the
future adult [3. p.93].

Influenta scolii in formarea personalitatii
este incontestabild. Desi considerata cel mai im-
portant instrument social de integrare a tinerei
generatii, ca factor primordial de educatie, culturd
si civilizatie, scoala poate induce si influente ne-
faste asupra personalitatii elevului, raportul edu-
cator-educat cuprinzand valente si laturi extrem
de complexe si delicate [3. p.93].

Legatura dintre criminalitate §i educatie
nu poate fi ignorata. Practica demonstreazi ca per-
soanele cuun volum redus de cunostinte nu pot de-
osebi binele de rau, licitul de ilicit i sunt mult mai
predispuse si comita diverse tipuri de infractiuni.

- mediul inconjurator — un rol decisiv si
poate unul din cel mai important in formarea orica-
rei personalitate (delincvente sau non-delincven-
te) il au influentele negative ale micromediului si
grupul de anturaj al fiecirui cetitean in parte;

— profesia — nu reprezinta altceva decét o
modalitate de a micsora, sau chiar de a reduce la
zero cazurile criminale prin asigurarea unor veni-
turi oneste etc.

Un tip de criminal, despre care s-a scris
si se scrie mult, este criminalul agresiv, autor de
crime violente, brutale si cu consecinte individu-
ale si sociale multiple (de ex. omoruri simple ori
calificate, vataimari corporale etc.). Acestei cate-
gorii apartin si faptele de distrugere de bunuri,
cauzatoare de pagube materiale si morale grave
(de ex. incendii intentionate). Se considera acte
de violenta si agresiunile cu caracter moral care,
lovind in demnitatea omului, lovesc si moralul si
congtiinta profundi a lui (de ex. unele calomnii
grave, unele violente morale continue care deter-
min3 victima la sinucidere) [S. p.81].

Criminalul violent se caracterizeazd prin
agresivitate si brutalitate, fiindu-i proprie o emo-
tivitate puternicd, insotita de acte de violentd,
vitamari corporale etc. Acesta este caracterizat
ca fiind o persoani violentd, batiusi si care in
permanenta se ceartd cu ceilalti.

Agresivitatea fizicd a criminalului violent
se manifestd, de cele mai dese ori, prin folosirea
unor obiecte, cum ar fi armele de foc, armele albe
etc. Pe lingd aceasta, mai este prezenta si o agresi-
vitate verbal3, cireia ii sunt caracteristice insulta,
amenintarile, calomnia etc.

Daca e sa facem o analizd generala a
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positive attitudes of the person, preparing the
young generation for life.

The influence of school in the formation
of personality is indisputable. Although consid-
ered the most important social tool for the in-
tegration of the young generation, as a primary
factor of education, culture and civilization, the
school can also induce adverse influences on the
student’s personality, the educator-educated re-
lationship including extremely complex and deli-
cate values and sides [3. p.93].

The link between crime and education
cannot be ignored. Practice shows that people
with a low degree of knowledge, can’t make dif-
ferences between good and evil, the lawful illicit
and are more prone to commit various types of
crimes;

— the environment - a decisive role and per-
haps one of the most important in the formation
of any personality (criminal or non-criminal), has
the negative influences of the microenvironment
and the entourage group of each citizen;

— the profession - is nothing more than a
way to reduce, or even to exclude, criminal cases
by ensuring an honest income; etc.

One type of murderer, about whom much
has been written and is being written, is the ag-
gressive criminal, perpetrator of violent, brutal
crimes with multiple individual and social con-
sequences (eg simple or skilled murders, bodily
injuries, etc.). This category also includes acts
of destruction of property, causing material and
moral damage (eg arson). It is considered acts
of violence and moral aggression that, striking in
human dignity, also hit his morale and deep con-
science (eg some serious slander, some ongoing
moral violence, which leads to suicide) [S.p.81].

The violent criminal is characterized by
an aggression and brutality, being characterized
by a high emotionality, accompanied by acts of
violence, bodily injuries, etc. He is characterized
as a violent, quarrelsome person who constantly
quarrels with others.

The physical aggression of the violent
criminal is manifested, most often, by the use of
objects, such as firearms, knives, etc. In addition,
there is also a verbal aggression, which is charac-
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personalititii criminalului violent, se va observa
ca de cele mai dese ori acesta este o persoani de
gen masculin.

Aceasti si-
tuatie in mare misura este determinati de rolurile
distincte ale barbatului si femeii, de deosebirile
psihofizice ale sexelor. Pentru sexul masculin este
caracteristici petrecerea timpului liber in compa-
nii spontane, intdmplatoare, abuzul de alcool -
factori ce deseori genereaza situatiile de conflict,
pretext pentru manifestarea agresivitatii [6.p.86].

Din picate, in ultima perioada se atestd o
crestere a numarului crimelor violente savarsite
de citre persoanele de gen feminin, acest lucru
datorandu-se faptului de masculinizare atat a com-
portamentului feminin, cat si a crimelor pe care le
comit. Deja mult mai des se pot atesta cazuri cind
femeile comit infractiuni precum: huliganism, va-
timare corporald intentionata gravd a integritatii
corporale sau a sinititii, omor (mai cu seama la
comandi sau din interes material) si altele.

In mare parte, toate persoanele ce sivarsesc
infractiuni violente nu au o capacitate de a solutiona
conflictele pe cai pagnice, datoritd faptului ca le
lipsesc capacititile verbale si sociale pentru a le
solutiona in modul dat. Aceasta se datoreaza trairilor
personale si anturajului (violent) in care s-au aflat pe
parcursul vietii. De cele mai dese ori, anturajul dat
este caracteristic paturilor sociale joase.

O alta caracteristica a criminalului violent
reprezinta recidiva. Analizind problema recidivei
in raport cu criminalitatea violentd, ajungem la
concluzia cd o persoana care anterior a savarsit di-
verse incilcari, indiferent de gravitatea lor, pe viitor
va fi predispusa si comiti altele mult mai grave. Ul-
terior, persoana datd comite infractiunile date re-
petat, din obisnuinta. Personalitatea acesteia, dupa
0 anumita perioadd, poate fi caracterizata printr-o
imaturitate intelectuala, impulsivitate, agresiune,
tendinta de opozitie indiferentd etc. La un mo-
ment dat, criminalul violent are tendinta de a per-
cepe realitatea intr-un mod neobisnuit si deformat.
In cazul in care criminalul violent, prin sivarsirea

terized by insult, threats, slander, etc.

If we make a general analysis of the per-
sonality of the violent criminal, it will be noticed
that most often, he is a male person. This is due
to their attraction to violence, which is a genetic
characteristic of men, passed down from genera-
tion to generation.

According to statistics, the majority of
people who commit violent crimes are men, fol-
lowed by women on second place. This situation
is largely determined by the distinct roles of the
man and the woman and by the psychophysical
differences of the sexes. For men, it is characteris-
tic to spend free time in spontaneous, accidental
companies, alcohol abuse - factors that often gen-
erate situations of conflict as a pretext for mani-
festing aggression [6. p.86].

Unfortunately, there has been an increase
in the number of violent crimes committed by
women in recent times, due to the fact that both
female behavior and the crimes they commit are
masculinized. More often, there are cases when
women commit crimes such as: hooliganism, se-
rious intentional bodily injury to bodily integrity
or health, murder (especially on demand or out
of material interest) and others.

For the most part, all people who commit
violent crimes do not have the capacity to resolve
conflicts peacefully, due to the fact that theylack the
verbal and social skills to resolve them in this way.
This is due to personal feelings and the (violent)
entourage in which he or she has been throughout
his or her life. Most often, the given entourage is
characteristic of the lower social strata.

Another characteristic of the violent crimi-
nal is recidivism. Analyzing the problem of re-
cidivism in conjunction with violent crime, we
conclude that a person who has previously com-
mitted various violations, regardless of their se-
verity, in the future will be prone to commit more
serious crimes. Subsequently, the given person
commits the crimes given repeatedly, out of
habit. His personality, after a certain period, can
be characterized by an intellectual immaturity,
impulsivity, aggression, the tendency of opposi-
tion, indifference, etc. At some point, the violent
killer tends to perceive reality in an unusual and
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unei infractiuni si-a atins scopurile propuse, moda-
litatea data de a actiona devine stimulent pentru a
solutiona in continuare obiectivele ce ii vor aparea
in cale.

Anomaliile psihice, de asemenea, reprezin-
ta un indiciu important in formarea personalitatii
criminalului violent, iar de cele mai dese ori, anu-
me aceasta joacd un rol important in savarsirea
crimelor violente.

La anomaliile psihice, care se cerceteaza cel
mai des sub aspect criminologic, se refera: psiho-
patia, alcoolismul, narcomania, oligofrenia, trau-
me ale sistemului nervos central, schizofrenia in
stadiu de remisie, epilepsia [7. p.172].

Multe persoane psihopate se intilnesc
printre infractorii violenti (aproximativ 30%).
S-a constatat ca psihopatia constituie unul din
factorii care favorizeazd comiterea acestui gen
de infractiuni. In acelasi timp, este cunoscut ci
indivizii ce sufera de psihopatie isi indeplinesc
reusit atat atributiile de serviciu, cit si multe alte
obligatiuni. Din aceste considerente, importanta
primordiali are nu insisi anomalia, ci aspectul so-
cial al persoanei format de societate [4. p.48].

Un rol important in formarea personalitatii
criminalului violent il reprezinti alcoolismul si
narcomania. Majoritatea infractiunilor cu caracter
violent contra persoanelor sunt savarsite in stare
de ebrietate alcoolica si narcotici a faptuitorului,
iar in unele cazuri, chiar si a victimei. Anume acest
factor duce la cregterea tensiunii emotionale sila o
scidere a capacitatii de autocontrol ce favorizeaza
trecerea la actul infractional violent (agresiv).

Trasaturile psihologice generale caracteris-
tice criminalului violent sunt:

Egocentrismul — se caracterizeaza prin
tendinta de a raporta totul la propria persoani,
atat din punct de vedere afectiv, cit si cognitiv.
Persoana se rupe de realitatea imediati si cade in
subiectivism, nerecunoscdnd importanta lumii
inconjuratoare. Se dezvolti exagerat sentimentul
de afirmare proprie, iar cind acesta nu reuseste, se
dezvolti invidia §i mania pentru ceilalti oameni;

Labilitatea — se caracterizeazd printr-o
vointd, putere de stipanire slaba, schimbatoare si
nestatornica;
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distorted way. If the violent criminal, by commit-
ting a crime, has achieved his proposed goals, the
way given to act becomes an incentive to further
solve the objectives that will defend his path. For
these people, violence is the only way to achieve
the goals pursued or to solve a problem.

Psychic abnormalities are also an impor-
tant clue to the formation of the violent criminal
personality, and more often, it plays an important
role in committing violent crimes.

Psychological abnormalities, which are
most often investigated from a criminological
point of view which refers to: psychopathy, al-
coholism, drug addiction, oligophrenia, traumas
of the central nervous system, remission schizo-
phrenia, epilepsy [7. p.172].

Many psychopaths meet with violent
criminals (about 30%). It has been found that
psychopathy is one of the factors that favor the
commission of this type of crime. At the same
time, it is known that individuals suffering from
psychopathy successfully fulfill both their duties
and many other obligations. From these con-
siderations, the anomaly itself is of paramount
importance, but the social aspect of the person
formed by society [4. p.48].

An important role in the formation of the
personality of the violent criminal is played by
alcoholism and drug addiction. Most crimes of a
violent nature against persons are committed in
a state of alcoholic and narcotic intoxication of
the perpetrator, and in some cases, even of the
victim. Namely this factor leads to the increase
of the emotional tension and to a decrease of the
self-control capacity that favors the transition to
the violent (aggressive) criminal act.

The general psychological traits charac-
teristic of the violent criminal are:

Egocentrism - is characterized by the ten-
dency to relate everything to oneself, both emo-
tionally and cognitively. The person breaks with
the immediate reality and falls into subjectivism,
not recognizing the importance of the world
around him. The feeling of self-affirmation devel-
ops excessively, and when it fails, envy and anger
developed to other people;

Lability - is characterized by a will, weak
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Agresivitatea — dupi teoria criminologici,
se caracterizeazd in mai multe feluri: agresivitate
fiziologica, care este influentata de emotii mari,
pasiuni, de factorii sociali §i agresivitate patologi-
cd, in cazul persoanelor psihopate sau psihotice.

Indiferenta morald - joaci un rol mare in
comiterea unei infractiuni cu violenta. Criminalul
se caracterizeazi prin aceea cd traieste o placere
anormald in comiterea unei crime, are un senti-
ment de dezgust fata de cei din preajma si este lip-
sit de dureri simpatetice pentru altii;

Gelozia — este tratata att in legaturi cu ra-
porturile intime intre sexe, in care unul sau ambii
parteneri il considera pe celilalt drept obiect al
proprietitii sale, cét si in legatura cu invidia fata
de anumite persoane inlegaturd cu bunurile/ ave-
rile avute;

Ura - aceasta este detectabild inca din co-
pilrie, atingénd uneori o mare intensitate, ca in
accesele de furie, sau manifestindu-se sub o for-
ma mai blands, ca in ranchiuni; etc.

Toate cele specificate anterior sunt doar
cateva, insa dupa parerea autorului — cele mai im-
portate caracteristici generale ale personalitatii
unui criminal violent.

Personalitatea criminalului violent este
deformata si poate fi prezentata sub forma de ori-
entare negativid. De asemenea, el se distinge prin
nihilism juridic, prin cultura generala si morala re-
dusd, precum si prin orientdri antisociale stabile.
Pentru asemenea timp este caracteristic atractia
psihologica fatd de comiterea infractiunilor in
repetate randuri, crearea unor situatii care favori-
zeazi sivarsirea infractiunilor [4. p.58].

Concluzii. Dupa cum a fost specificat si
anterior, analiza comportamentului personalitatii
criminalului violent ne ajuta si intelegem ce
factori stau la baza crimelor sivarsite de el, care
sunt trasiturile de bazi ale acestuia, iar ulterior,

control, changeable and volatile;

Aggression - according to criminological
theory, is characterized in several ways: physi-
ological aggression, which is influenced by high
emotions, passions, social factors and pathologi-
cal aggression, in the case of psychopathic or psy-
chotic people. It develops in case of impediment
or failure to satisfy certain needs / desires;

Affective indifference - is a psycho-physical
state, which promotes the transition to commit-
ting a crime and consists in the absence of emo-
tions and feelings of humanity regarding the re-
lationships between people. This reveals the idea
that the offender lacks the necessary inhibition to
stop committing the crime [8. p.36];

Moral indifference - plays a major role in
committing a violent crime. The murderer is char-
acterized by living an abnormal pleasure in com-
mitting a crime, has a feeling of disgust towards
those around him and is free of sympathetic pain
for others;

Jealousy - is treated both in connection
with intimate relations between the sexes, in
which one or both partners consider the other as
the object of his property, and in connection with
envy of certain persons in connection with prop-
erty / wealth;

Hate - this is detectable from childhood,
sometimes reaching a high intensity, as in out-
bursts of anger, or manifesting in a milder form,
as in resentment; etc.

All of the above are just a few, but in the au-
thor’s opinion - the most important, general char-
acteristics of the personality of a violent criminal.

The personality of the violent criminal is
distorted and can be presented in the form of a
negative orientation. He is also distinguished by
legal nihilism, low general and moral culture, and
stable antisocial orientations. For such person
is characterized the psychological attraction to
committing crimes repeatedly, creating situations
that favor the crimes [4. p.58].

Conclusion. As previously specified, the
analysis of the personality behavior of the violent
criminal helps us to understand what factors un-
derlie the crimes committed by him, what are its
basic features, and subsequently, the information
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informatia acumulata ne va ajuta la prevenirea si
combaterea criminalitatii violente prin nepermi-
terea aparitiei noilor tipuri de criminali sau corec-
tarea si reeducarea celor care deja exista.

Reeducarea criminalului violent presupune
patrunderea in intimitatea personalitatii sale, loc
unde poate fi gisit acea cale eficientd care ne va
ajuta la transformarea si readaptarea sa la viata so-
ciala in conditii normale.

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gathered will help us to prevent and combat vio-
lent crime by preventing the emergence of new
types of criminals or correcting and re-educating
those who already exist.

The re-education of the violent criminal
implies the penetration into the intimacy of his
personality, a place where can be found that effec-
tive way that will help us to transform and read-
just him to the social life in normal conditions. As
a result, a new knowledge base of social existence
will be created, which the offender will want to
use to rebuild his social life.
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
