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In cadrul acestui demers stiintific ne propunem sd
analizim formele de manifestare a fenomenului de co-
ruptie in activitdtile sportive in baza literaturii de spe-
cialitate din tard si de peste hotare. Este reprezentatd
pozitia autorului referitoare la gradul sporit de latenti
in cadrului fenomenului prenotat. Totodatd, sunt ana-
lizate mdsurile de prevenire necesare ce seimpun de a fi
intreprinse pentru identificarea si inldturarea cauzelor
si conditiilor care determind comiterea acestui infracti-
unilor de coruptie in sfera sportivd.

In our scientific approach we aim to analyze the
forms of manifestation of the phenomenon of corrup-
tion in sports activities based on the literature in the
country and abroad. The author’s position regarding
the high degree of latency in the booked phenomenon
is represented here. At the same time, the necessary
prevention measures that are required to be taken to
identify and eliminate the causes and conditions that
determine the commission of these corruption crimes
in the sports sphere are analyzed.

Keywords: corruption, sport, influence peddling,
bribery, football, latency, causes, conditions, strategy.

Introducere. Fenomenul coruptiei a fost
cunoscut inca din cele mai vechi timpuri in toate
sferele vietii sociale. De-a lungul timpului, actele
de coruptie s-au diversificat in timp si spatiu si au
dobandit diferite forme de manifestare.

Majoritatea sondajelor de opinie publica
demonstreazi ci peste 90% dintre cetitenii Re-
publicii Moldova considera coruptia o problema
foarte mare. Fiind un fenomen complex, este ne-
voie stringentd de masuri specifice de lupta con-
tra acestui fenomen.

In ansamblu, coruptia reprezinti folosirea
abuziva a puterii publice, in scopul satisfacerii
unor interese personale sau de grup. Ca act an-
tisocial, coruptia este foarte frecvent intilnita
in societate si este deosebit de grava, deoarece
favorizeaza interesele unor particulari, mai ales
in aria economici, afectind interesele colective
prin: insusirea, deturnarea si folosirea resurselor
publice in interes personal, ocuparea unor functii
publice prin relatii preferentiale, incheierea unor
tranzactii prin eludarea normelor morale silegale.

Introduction. The phenomenon of cor-
ruption has been known since ancient times in all
spheres of social life. Over time the acts of corrup-
tion have diversified through time and space, at
the same time they have acquired different forms
of manifestation.

Most public opinion surveys show that over
90% of Moldovan citizens consider corruption a
big problem. Being a complex phenomenon, an
urgent need for specific measures to combat this
phenomenon occurred.

Overall, corruption is the misuse of public
power to satisfy personal or group interests. As an
antisocial act, corruption is very common in soci-
ety and is particularly serious because it favors the
interests of individuals, especially in the econom-
ic area, affecting the collective interests through:
appropriation, misappropriation and use of pub-
lic resources for personal gain, holding public po-
sitions through preferential relations, concluding
transactions by evading moral and legal rules.

Corruption targets a range of immoral, il-
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Coruptia vizeaza un ansamblu de activitati
imorale, ilicite, ilegale realizate nu numai de indi-
vizi cu functii de conducere sau care exercita un rol
public, ci si de diverse grupuri si organizatii publice
sau private, in scopul obtinerii unor avantaje ma-
teriale sau morale sau s unui statut social superior,
prin utilizarea unor forme de constrangere, santaj,
inseldciune, mituire, cumparare, intimidare etc.

Metode si materialele aplicate. In proce-
sul elaborarii studiului au fost folosite materiale
doctrinare, normative, rapoarte de activitate, pla-
nuri strategice cu privire la fenomenul coruptiei
in activitatea sportiva. De asemenea, investigarea
acestui fenomen a fost posibila prin aplicarea mai
multor metode de cercetare stiintifica ale teoriei
dreptului i criminologiei: metoda logici, metoda
analizei comparative, analiza sistemica, statistica
etc. Totodatd, au fost utilizate lucrarile savantilor
autohtoni, informatii impirice, precum §i materi-
alele stiintifice ale doctrinarilor altor state.

Continut de bazi. O analiza profundi asu-
pra acestei problem, ne da posibilitatea de a sesiza
cd la baza acestei stari de dezastru std infidelitatea
si coruptia anume a acelor persoane oficiale din
diferite domenii, cum sunt functionarii publici,
judecatorii, persoanele din administratia publica
locala conducitorii economici, angajatii politiei si
bineinteles persoanele din sfera activititilor spor-
tive din diferitor ramuri.

Actiunile de coruptie isi au originile inca
din antichitate, iar diferite etape istorice parcurse
de omenire au marcat o dezvoltare progresiva a
actului de coruptie, pani la stadiul in care si fie
apreciata drept fenomen.

In opinia savantilor din
jurisprudentei se considerd ci tendinta omu-
lui spre coruptie a existat dintotdeauna, in toate
sferele statului. Ins3, aprecierea acestor fapte ca
activititi ilegale, antisociale si pedepsirea lor a in-
ceput odata cu aparitia normelor juridice de con-
duitd in societate.

Cea mai veche reglementare legald pri-
vind actele de coruptie se regaseste in Codul lui
Hammurabi [2]. Prin aceasti legiuire se pedepsea
judecatorul care savarseste un act de coruptie va fi
obligat si plateasci de doudsprezece ori valoarea
obiectului procesului §i va fi indepartat de scaunul
sdu de judecitor sau de judecats, la care nu se va
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licit, illegal activities carried out not only by indi-
viduals with leadership positions or exercising a
publicrole, but also by various groups and organi-
zations, public or private, in order to obtain mate-
rial or moral advantages or a higher social status
through the use of forms of coercion, blackmail,
deception, bribery, buying, intimidation etc.

Methods and materials applied. In the
process of study development, the doctrinal ma-
terial, normative material, activity reports, stra-
tegic plans regarding the phenomenon of cor-
ruption in sports activity were used. Also, the
investigation of this phenomenon was possible by
applying several methods of scientific research of
the theory of law and criminology: logical meth-
od, comparative analysis method, systemic analy-
sis, statistical method, etc. At the same time, the
works of local scholars, empirical information as
well as the scientific materials of the doctrinaires
of other states were used.

Basic content. An in-depth analysis of this
issue gives us the opportunity to note that this
state of disaster had been provoked by infidelity
and corruption of those officials in various fields,
such as civil servants, judges, local government
officials, business leaders, police employees and,
of course, people within the field of sports activi-
ties of various branches.

Actions of corruption have their origins in
antiquity, and various historical stages of human-
ity have marked a progressive development of the
act of corruption, to the stage where it is appreci-
ated as a phenomenon.

According to scientists in the field of ju-
risprudence, we believe that man’s tendency to
corruption has always existed in all spheres of the
state. However, the appreciation of these deeds as
illegal, antisocial activities and their punishment
began with the emergence of legal norms of con-
duct in society.

The oldest legal regulation on acts of cor-
ruption is found in the Hammurabi Code [2].
This legislation punished the judge who com-
mitted an act of corruption, being obliged to pay
twelve times the value of the object of the trial
and was removed from his seat of judge or court,
to which he could never return.
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intoarce niciodata.

In Grecia antica raspandirea vasti a mituirii
l-a determinat pe Platon si propuni pedeapsa cu
moartea a functionarilor publici care primeau da-
ruri pentru a-si face datoria [4, p.100].

In imperiul Roman timpuriu se interzicea
acceptarea diferitelor compensatii, daruri pentru
cele mai importante indatoriri civile. Totodats,
asemenea prevederi le regisim si in legea lui Mo-
ise care condamna mituirea ,,sa nu primesti daruri,
cica darurile orbesc pe cei ce au ochi deschisi si su-
cesc hotararile celor drepti”. De atunci, de-a lungul
secolelor, legile anticoruptie au profilat. Cu toate
acestea, legislatiile nu au reusit si stopeze coruptia.
Milioane de cazuri de mituire au loc in fiecare zi si
miliarde de oameni suferd in urma consecintelor
survenite datoritd fenomenului de coruptie.

Coruptia a ajuns atit de raspandita si de
subtili, incit ameninta sd ruineze insasi structu-
ra societitii. In unele tiri, aproape nimic nu se
face daci nu se di mita. Pentru unii, faptul de a fi
corupti este cea mai simpla cale, dacd nu sigura,
de a obtine ceea ce vor. Pe masura ce coruptia ia
amploare, ea ajunge sa fie tot mai agreatd, rispan-
dindu-se incet de-a lungul timpului in toate sfe-
rele societatii. Astfel, evolutia coruptiei a cuprins
aproape toate probele de sport. Sportul este una
din cele mai mari afaceri de pe glob, fiind influen-
tat si influentind la rdndul siu atit interese finan-
ciare, cat si interese politice. In fiecare an, milioa-
ne de dolari si de euro circuli in acest domeniu,
majoritatea tranzactiilor si a intelegerilor avand
loc in spatele usilor inchise, pentru a pastra orice
avantaj posibil in fata competitiei. Aceastd com-
petitivitate acerbd, impreund cu lipsa de transpa-
rentd, face ca domeniul sportiv sa fie extrem de
vulnerabil la acte de coruptie [3].

Pe masura ce coruptia ia amploare, aceasta
ajunge sa fie tot mai agreata, devenind in cele din
urmi chiar un mod de viatd. Oamenii cu salarii
mici ajung sa creadi ca nu au de ales. Ei trebuie
sd pretinda mitd daca vor si duca o viatd decen-
ta. Jar, cdnd cei ce iau mitd sau dau mita pentru
a obtine un avantaj necinstit riméin nepedepsiti,
putini sunt gata si combati coruptia. Flacira co-
ruptiei este intretinutid de doud forte puternice:
egoismul si lacomia.

Cu regret constatam ca infractiunile de co-

In ancient Greece, the wide spread bribery
led Plato to propose the death penalty for civil
servants who received gifts to fulfill their duty [4,
p.100].

It was forbidden to accept various compen-
sations, gifts for the most important civil duties in
the early Roman Empire. At the same time, we
find such provisions in the Law of Moses which
condemns bribery, “do not receive gifts, for gifts
blind those who have their eyes open and twist
the decisions of the righteous”. Since then, over
the centuries, anti-corruption laws have emerged.
However, the legislation has failed to stop corrup-
tion. Millions of bribery cases occur every day and
billions of people suffer as a result of corruption.

Corruption has become so widespread and
subtle that it threatens to ruin the very structure
of the society. In some countries, almost nothing
is done without bribes. For some, being corrupt it
is the easiest, if not the safest, way to get what they
want. As corruption spreads, it becomes more
and more popular, spreading slowly over time in
all spheres of society. Thus, the evolution of cor-
ruption covered almost all sports events. Sport is
one of the largest businesses in the world, being
influenced and influencing in turn both financial
and political interests. Every year, millions of dol-
lars and euros circulate in this area, most of the
transactions and agreements taking place behind
closed doors, in order to keep any possible advan-
tage over the competition. This fierce competi-
tiveness, together with the lack of transparency,
makes the sports field extremely vulnerable to
acts of corruption [3].

As corruption spreads, it becomes more
and more popular, eventually becoming a way of
life. People with low wages come to believe that
they have no choice. They have to claim bribes if
they want to live a decent life. And when those
who take bribes or give bribes to gain a dishonest
advantage go unpunished, few are ready to fight
corruption. The flame of corruption is sustained
by two powerful forces: selfishness and greed.

We regret to note that corruption offenses
manifested in sports are characterized by a high
degree of latency, because the “transactions” con-
cluded with stakeholders in the field of sports,
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ruptie manifestate in activitatea sportiva se carac-
terizeaza printr-un grad inalt de latenta, deoarece
ytranzactiile” incheiate cu persoanele cointere-
sate din domeniul sportului, caselor de pariuri,
agentilor economici, functionarilor publici si altii,
de regul3, sunt ,convenabile” pentru toate partile
implicate in acest proces.

Analiza cauzelor penale puse la evidenta
in Republica Moldova, in perioada 2010-2020,
pentru acte de coruptie, demonstreaza ca, starea
infractiunilor latente in domeniul activititilor
sportive in Republica Moldova nu este tocmai
favorabild. Sunt foarte multe cazuri de tiinuire a
infractiunilor de coruptie savarsite in activitatea
sportivd. De aceea statistica oficiald nu reflectd
starea reald a lucrurilor.

In ansamblu, criminalitatea latents, rimasi
in afara evidentei, nu este supusa controlului soci-
al, devenind din ce in ce mai periculoasa. Potrivit
unor autori autohtoni sunt evidentiate urmatoa-
rele efecte negative ce tin de fenomenul vizat:

a) problemele referitoare la combaterea
criminalitatii latente nu sunt relevate si nici pla-
nificate;

b) daci in cazul descoperirii infractiunilor
pagubele materiale sunt restituite intr-o oarecare
masurd, in cazul tainuirii atare proces nu are log;

c) nesanctionarea persoanelor vinovate de
savérsirea infractiunilor le incurajeaza pentru co-
miterea lor repetatd [11, p.188-193].

In contextul celor expuse, putem remarca
nivelul ridicat al latentii in cadrul fenomenului de
coruptie in sport si efectele negative survenite in
lipsa implicarii organelor de drept in activititile de
relevare, prevenire, curmare, investigare, cercetare
si descoperire. Din picate, in programele de lupta
cu criminalitatea din Republica Moldova nu exista
péna in prezent nici o mentiune despre partea laten-
ta a fenomenului de coruptie in sport si, din aceste
considerente, nu sunt prevazute masuri axate pe di-
minuarea si prevenirea infractiunilor prenotate.

Este incontestabili necesitatea depistarii
complexe a faptelor de coruptie, deoarece situatia
de serviciu a functionarilor publici si a persoane-
lor din domeniul sportului creeazd mari dificul-
tati in descoperirea acestui gen de infractiuni. In
acest sens, pentru lupta eficientd cu respectivul
fenomen nu este suficient doar majorarea salari-
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bookmakers, economic agents, civil servants and
others, as a rule, are “convenient” for all parties
involved in this process.

The analysis of the criminal cases high-
lighted in the Republic of Moldova, in the period
2010-2020, for acts of corruption, shows that the
state of latent crimes in the field of sports activi-
ties in the Republic of Moldova is not exactly fa-
vorable. There are many cases of concealment of
corruption offenses committed in sports. That is
why the official statistics do not reflect the real
situation.

Overall, latent crime, which is left out of the
record, is not subject to social control, becoming
increasingly dangerous. According to some local
authors, the following negative effects related to
the targeted phenomenon are highlighted:

a) issues related to combating latent crime
are neither revealed nor planned;

b) if in the case of the discovery of crimes
the material damages are reimbursed to a certain
extent, in the case of concealment such a process
does not take place;

c) non-sanctioning of perpetrators en-
courages them to commit repeated offenses [11 ,
p.188-193].

In the context of the above, we can note
the high level of latency in the phenomenon of
corruption in sports and the negative effects that
occurred in the absence of law enforcement in
the activities of detection, prevention, cessation,
investigation, research and discovery. Unfortu-
nately, within the programs crime’s combat in the
Republic of Moldova there is so far no mention of
the latent part of the phenomenon of corruption
in sports and, for these reasons, no measures are
provided to reduce and prevent booked crimes.

The need to detect complex acts of cor-
ruption is indisputable, because the employment
situation of civil servants and people in the field
of sports creates great difficulties in discovering
of this type of crime. In this sense, for the effective
fight against this phenomenon, it is not enough
just to increase salaries, scholarships or conclude
advantageous contracts. A total monitoring of the
acts of corruption and their limitation are neces-
sary, by legal provisions, of the field of maneuver
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ilor, burselor sau incheierea contractelor avanta-
joase. Se impune o monitorizare totald a actelor
de coruptie si limitarea, prin prevederi legale, a
campului de manevrd pentru examinarea sesiza-
rilor despre infractiuni. Totodatd, este necesar
de implementat proceduri speciale de reactiona-
re operativid la actele de coruptie semnalate de
mass-media. Urmeaza de introdus si un control
total asupra cheltuielilor si veniturilor tuturor
persoanelor care dirijeazd lumea sportului si a
membrilor lor de familie. In afari de aceasta, ar
putea deveni foarte important sistemul de protec-
tie si de stimulare a functionarilor dispusi sa ofere
informatii importante din punct de vedere crimi-
nologic despre diferite acte de coruptie comise in
subdiviziunile in care activeazi [12, p.147-152].

Lupta impotriva coruptiei in sport a doban-
dit mai multe forme de catre diferiti actori si au fost
obtinute rezultatele bune de-a lungul anilor. Cazu-
rile de coruptie cu profil inalt aduc daune reputatiei
sportului si submineazd increderea in guverne,
institutiile publice si democratia in general.

Coruptia in sport ia multe forme, cum ar fi
mita, tranzactionarea influentei, abuzul de functii,
manipularea competitiilor si spilare de bani.
Coruptia este facilitatd de o lipsd de reguli sau de
implementarea inadecvatid a normelor existente
privind conflictele de interese. Mai mult, coruptia
poate filegata inclusiv de dopaj.

In cele ce urmeazi vom supune discutiei
unele forme a actelor de coruptie ce sunt practi-
cate in activitatea sportiva atdt in tard cat si peste
hotarele Republicii Moldova. Este cert faptul c3,
actul de coruptie cel mai des intalnit este mita
care au existat nenumarate cazuri in care atat ar-
bitri, cét si jucitori, au acceptat sau au cerut mita
pentru a aranja meciuri sau competitii. Pe langa
asta, au existat situatii in care patronii de cluburi
sportive au primit sau cerut mitd pentru transfe-
ruri de jucitori intre echipe, precum si pentru
transferurile altor sportivi. In ciuda dificultitii de
a demonstra trucarea meciurilor, in ultimii ani,
agentiile de aplicare a legii, adesea cu participa-
rea activa a organizatiilor neguvernamentale si
a jurnalistilor, au efectuat o serie de investigatii
de succes [1, p.80-88]. De exemplu, unul dintre
primele acte de coruptie legate de pariuri a avut
loc in campionatul Angliei la un meci de fotbal

for the examination of the notifications about
crimes. At the same time, it is necessary to imple-
ment special procedures for operative reaction to
acts of corruption reported by the media. A total
control over the expenses and incomes of all the
people who run the world of sports and their fam-
ily members is to be introduced. In addition, the
system of protection and incentive for officials
willing to provide criminological important infor-
mation on various acts of corruption committed
in the subdivisions in which they operate could
become very important [12, p-147- 152].

The fight against corruption in sport has
taken many forms by various actors and good
results have been achieved over the years. High-
profile corruption cases damage the reputation of
sport and undermine trust in governments, pub-
lic institutions and democracy in general.

Corruption in sports takes many forms,
such as bribery, influence peddling, abuse of
functions, competition manipulation and money
laundering. Corruption is facilitated by a lack of
rules or inadequate implementation of existing
conflict of interest rules. Moreover, corruption
can also be linked to doping.

In the following we will discuss some forms
of corruption that are practiced in sports both in
the country and abroad of the Republic of Mol-
dova. It is certain that the most common act of
corruption is bribery, as there have been count-
less cases in which both referees and players have
accepted or demanded bribes to arrange matches
or competitions. In addition, there have been
situations in which sports club owners have re-
ceived or demanded bribes for transfers of play-
ers between teams, as well as for transfers of other
athletes. Despite the difficulty of proving match-
fixing, during the recent years, law enforcement
agencies, often with the active participation of
non-governmental organizations and journalists,
have conducted a number of successful investiga-
tions [1, p.80-88]. For example, one of the first
acts of corruption related to betting took place in
the English Championship at a football match on
April 2, 1915; Manchester United faced FC Liv-
erpool at Old Trafford. Sandy Turnbull, Arthur
Whalley, Enoch West (all three from Manchester
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pe 2 aprilie 1915, Manchester United o infrunta
pe FC Liverpool, pe Old Trafford. Sandy Turn-
bull, Arthur Whalley, Enoch West (toti trei de
la Manchester United) si Jackie Sheldon, Tom
Miller, Bob Pursell si Thomas Fairfoul (toti patru
de la Liverpool) au pus la cale unul dintre prime-
le blaturi din istoria fotbalului. Rezultatul final al
meciului trebuia si fie 2-0 in favoarea Manches-
ter United, cota pentru acest eveniment fiind de
7 la 1. Scenariul a iesit perfect, Manchester Uni-
ted céstigand cu scorul necesar. Arbitrii i cativa
ziaristi au inceput sa aiba ceva suspiciuni, mai ales
ca FC Liverpool au ratat doui lovituri de la 11
metri. Federatia a inceput imediat o investigatie si
a aflat cine sunt vinovatii pentru aranjament [9].

In practica cazuistica a Republicii Moldo-
va cu regret se regisesc asemenea situatii, astfel
la data de 15.07.2020, in Registrul de evidenta
a sesizarilor cu privire la infractiuni al Centru-
lui National Anticoruptie, au fost inregistrate
actiunile pretins ilegale de incurajare, instruire
si influentare a jucatorilor cluburilor sportive in
vederea producerii unui efect viciat asupra me-
ciurilor de fotbal. Potrivit materialelor procesu-
lui penal, incepand cu perioada anului 2017, mai
multi antrenori, agenti ai sportivilor, proprietari
de cluburi sportive si persoane din conducerea
Federatiei Moldovenesti de Fotbal ar fi influen-
tat jucdtorii cluburilor sportive s actioneze de o
manierd viciatd pentru a obtine scorurile agreate
cu persoane interesate. Astfel, in schimbul unor
beneficii, favoruri sau recompense financiare,
fotbalistii erau instruiti si aibd un anumit com-
portament in timpul jocului, la ce scor exact sa
piardd sau si castige, aceste rezultate fiind deja
cunoscute la casele de pariuri.

In urma investigatiilor, au fost identificate
multiple pariuri suspecte, conditionate de mersul
meciului, care nu corespundeau cotelor de pari-
uri reale, adeverindu-se faptul manipularii perma-
nente a meciurilor de fotbal din Republica Mol-
dova cu implicarea acelorasi formatiuni sportive.
Din cele expuse, se constatd o activitate continua
a cluburilor sportive in manipularea rezultatelor
meciurilor, actiunile cirora submineazi integrita-
tea sportului, etica sportiva si compromite carac-
terul echitabil si imprevizibil al competitiei spor-
tive [7, p- 180-191].
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United) and Jackie Sheldon, Tom Miller, Bob
Pursell and Thomas Fairfoul (all four from Liv-
erpool) set up one of the first countertops in the
history of football. The final result of the match
was to be 2-0 in favor of Manchester United, the
odds for this event being 7 to 1. The scenario
turned out perfectly, Manchester United winning
with the necessary score. The referees and some
journalists started to have some suspicions, espe-
cially since FC Liverpool missed two shots from
11 meters. The federation immediately began an
investigation and found out who was to blame for
the arrangement [9].

In the practice case of the Republic of Mol-
dova, such situations are regrettably found, so on
15.07.2020, in the Register of evidence of noti-
fications regarding crimes of the National Anti-
corruption Center, the allegedly illegal actions of
encouraging, training and inﬂuencing the players
of the sports clubs in order to produce a vitiated
effect on the football matches were registered.
According to the materials of the criminal trial,
starting with 2017, several coaches, sports agents,
owners of sports clubs and people from the lead-
ership of the Moldovan Football Federation
would have influenced the players of sports clubs
to actin a flawed way to get the scores agreed with
people interested. Thus, in exchange for benefits,
favors or financial rewards, footballers were in-
structed to have a certain behavior during the
game, at what exact score to lose or win, these re-
sults being already known at bookmakers.

Following the investigations, multiple sus-
picious bets were identified, conditioned by the
course of the match, which did not correspond
to the real betting odds, proving the fact of per-
manent manipulation of football matches in the
Republic of Moldova with the involvement of
the same sports teams. From the above, there is a
continuous activity of sports clubs in manipulat-
ing the results of matches, actions that undermine
the integrity of sport, sports ethics and compro-
mise the fair and unpredictable nature of sports
competition [7, p. 180-191].

According to the information held by the
investigators, the amounts for an arranged match
varied between 10,000 - 20,000 €, these appear-
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Din informatiile detinute de anchetatori,
sumele pentru un meci aranjat variau intre 10.000
- 20.000 €, acestea figurand preponderent la ca-
sele de pariuri din Asia, totodata fiind constatate
si unele conexiuni cu casele de pariuri din tarile
Uniunii Europene. Investigatorii au mai stabilit
ca, doar in perioada iulie 2020 — decembrie 2020,
au fost trucate peste 20 de meciuri, valoarea esti-
mati a profiturilor obtinute de persoanele impli-
cate ridicAndu-se la 600 000€ [10].

O alta forma de coruptie intalnitd in mod
frecvent in domeniul sportiv este frauda. Con-
tractele de sponsorizare, contractele de construc-
tie pentru stadioane noi — toate aceste tranzactii
pun in joc sume foarte mari de bani, ceea ce face,
pe de o parte, ca tentatia de a frauda o parte din
acesti bani sa fie de multe ori irezistibila, si pe de
alta parte, ca traficul de influenti in ceea ce prives-
te acordarea acestora si infloreasca.

Un alt act de coruptie des intélnit este spa-
larea de bani, favorizata de contractele de spon-
sorizare si publicitate insuficient monitorizate, si
de achizitiile de cluburi si jucitori, in special prin
utilizarea de transferuri internationale, companii
fictive si paradise fiscale.

Intr-un raport al Grupului de Actiune Fi-
nanciara Internationala elaborat in baza unor acti-
vititi de interogare a responsabililor de guverne si
tederatii de fotbal din 25 de tari au semnalat in total
peste 20 de cazuri de spilare de bani legate de fotbal.

Astfel, autorii raportului au concluzionat ca
spalarea de bani prin intermediul sectorului fot-
balului este mult mai profunda si complexa decét
se anticipa pand in prezent si totodata acestia au
invitat organismele guvernamentale §i sectorul
privat la o intelegere mai buna a riscurilor legate
de fotbal si la o standardizare a reglementarilor in
toati lumea [6].

O reducere semnificativi a coruptiei in
sport nu poate si apard decat printr-o mdrire
semnificativd a transparentei tranzactiilor i prin-
tr-o monitorizare stricta si continui a acestora de
catre auditori independenti. Pe langi asta, efec-
tuarea de achizitii si acordarea de contracte prin
intermediul licitatiilor publice ar face spilarea de
bani mult mai dificila.

Din pacate, in tara noastra lupta cu coruptia
in sport se reduce, de cele mai multe ori, la activi-

ing mainly at the bookmakers in Asia, at the same
time being found some connections with the
bookmakers from the European Union countries.
Investigators also established that, only between
July 2020 and December 2020, more than 20
matches were rigged, the estimated value of the
profits obtained by the people involved amount-
ing to 600,000 € [10].

Another common form of corruption in
sports is fraud. Sponsorship contracts, construc-
tion contracts for new stadiums - all these trans-
actions involve very large sums of money, which
makes, on the one hand, the temptation to de-
fraud some of this money often irresistible, and
on the other hand, the traffic of influence in re-
gard to their granting continue to flourish.

Another common act of corruption is
money laundering, favored by insufficiently mon-
itored sponsorship and advertising contracts, and
the acquisition of clubs and players, especially
through the use of international transfers, ficti-
tious companies and tax havens.

A report by the International Financial
Action Task Force based on questioning of gov-
ernment officials and football federations in 25
countries reported a total of more than 20 cases
of football-related money laundering.

Thus, the authors of the report concluded
that money laundering through the football sec-
tor is much deeper and more complex than previ-
ously anticipated and at the same time they called
on government agencies and the private sector to
better understand the risks associated with foot-
ball and to standardize the regulations around the
world [6].

A signiﬁcant reduction in corruption in
sport can only occur through a significant increase
in the transparency of transactions and their strict
and continuous monitoring by independent au-
ditors. In addition, making purchases and award-
ing contracts through public tenders would make
money laundering much more difficult.

Unfortunately, in our country the fight
against corruption in sports is often reduced to
detention activities, home searches, as well as in
some cases to the punishment of the perpetrators
found. In reality, the fight against the phenom-
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tati de retinere, perchezitii la domiciliu, precum si
in unele cazuri la pedepsirea faptasilor depistati.
In realitate, lupta cu fenomenul coruptiei, inclusiv
in cadrul activitatilor sportive, trebuie si fie focu-
satd pe identificarea, inlaturarea sau neutralizarea
cauzelor fenomenului infractional discutat i con-
ditiilor ce favorizeaza aparitia lor.

Unii cercetatori criminologi considerd ca
prin diminuarea numarului infractiunilor de co-
ruptie presupune implementarea urmitoarelor
masuri:

—analiza informatiei expusi in sursele
mass-media;

— monitorizarea sistemica a spatiului onli-
ne in vederea relevarii unor semne si elemente ale
infractiunilor de coruptie;

— chestionarea populatiei in vederea identi-
ficarii persoanelor care au avut de suferit in urma
actelor de coruptie;

— stimularea cetitenilor care comunicd
despre comiterea actelor de coruptie, precum si
stimularea sub diferite forme a functionarilor care
au sesizat comiterea faptelor de coruptie in subdi-
viziunea in care activeaza.

Altii autori sustin parerea, ci parte a luptei
internationale impotriva coruptiei din domeniul
sportului, trebuie mentionat rolul §i contributia
Organizatiei Internationale a Politiei Criminale
(Interpol), care in rapoartele sale publica anu-
mite informatii despre activitatea desfisurata in
zona specificata [ 1, p.80-88].

Comunitatea sportivd globald se confrunta
cu o crestere a cazurilor de manipulare a meciuri-
lor, a incidentelor si a acuzatiilor de coruptie, asa
cum s-a mentionat anterior. Tot mai multe gru-
puri de crima organizata sunt implicate in coruptia
din sport si meciuri trucate la scard masiva. Aces-
te crime trec granitele internationale §i genereaza
profituri uriase, care sunt apoi canalizate catre alte
activitati ilegale. Conform evaluarii fondurilor care
trec prin casele de pariuri ilegale, sunt de sute de
milioane de euro pe an. Retelele de internet pentru
jocurile de noroc au ficut mai accesibila plasarea
pariurilor pe meciuri din orice loc al lumii.

In legiturd cu aceste probleme, la nivel
global unitatea integritatii Interpolului in sport
a dezvoltat un program de instruire pentru a viza
persoanele care sunt cele mai expuse riscului de
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enon of corruption, including in sports activi-
ties, must be focused on identifying, removing or
neutralizing the causes of the discussed criminal
phenomenon and the conditions that favor their
appearance.

Some criminologists believe that reduc-
ing the number of corruption offenses involves
implementing the following measures:

—analysis of the information exposed in
the media sources;

— systemic monitoring of the online space
in order to reveal some signs and elements of cor-
ruption crimes;

— questioning the population in order to
identify the persons who suffered as a result of
acts of corruption;

- stimulating citizens who communicate
about committing acts of corruption, as well as
stimulating in various forms the officials who
have reported the commission of acts of corrup-
tion in the subdivision in which they work.

Other authors argue that, as part of the in-
ternational fight against corruption in sport, the
role and contribution of the International Crimi-
nal Police Organization (Interpol) should be
mentioned, which in its reports publishes certain
information about the activity carried out in the
specified area [1, p.80-88].

The global sports community is facing an
increase in cases of match handling, incidents and
allegations of corruption, as mentioned above.
More and more organized crime groups are in-
volved in corruption in sports and mass—rigged
matches. These crimes cross international bor-
ders and generate huge profits, which are then
channeled to other illegal activities. According to
the assessment of the funds that pass through the
illegal bookmakers, they are hundreds of millions
of euros per year. Internet gambling networks
have made it easier to place bets on matches from
anywhere in the world.

In connection with these issues, globally
the Interpol Integrity Unit in Sports has devel-
oped a training program to target people who are
most at risk of being asked to set up a match. An
online e-learning module has been produced to
be taught to players and referees about the dan-
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a fi cerut sa stabileascd un meci. Un modul de e-
learning online a fost produs pentru a fi predat
jucatorilor si arbitrilor cu privire la pericolele
acordului de stabilire a rezultatului unui meci, si
diferite moduri in care potentiala persoana le-ar
putea aborda. Integritatea nationali si regionali a
avut loc in atelierele de sport din Finlanda, Africa
de Sud, Guatemala si Olanda, reunind adminis-
tratorii sindicatelor de fotbal, si ai unor jucatori,
oficiali, precum si ofiteri de aplicare a legii pen-
tru a creste gradul de constientizare a coruptiei
in sport si modalitatile de a preveni si contracara
aceasta. Sesiunile de formare au avut loc, de ase-
menea, pentru jucatori i arbitri inainte de cinci
evenimente FIFA sportive [8].

Combaterea coruptiei prevede activitati ale
organelor guvernamentale, autoritatilor locale,
institutiilor, organizatiilor §i persoanelor fizice din
societatea civild in cadrul exercitarii competentei
lor de putere pentru a:

a) preveni coruptia, inclusiv pentru a iden-
tifica si elimina ulterior cauzele coruptiei (preve-
nirea coruptiei);

b) identifica, preveni, suprima, dezvilui si
investiga infractiuni de coruptie

(lupta impotriva coruptiei);

c) reduce la minimum si (sau) elimina
consecintele coruptiei.

Consider ca, coruptia in sport poate fi con-
tracaratd doar prin unirea tuturor organismelor
nationale si internationale destinate pentru sto-
parea cauzelor si conditiilor ce favorizeaza apari-
tia fenomenului vizat.

Este ridicol si lansezi in luptd organele de
drept, daca n-au fost lichidate conditiile politice,
economice si sociale, care genereaza coruptia si
anume: dintre noile conditii in care trebuie si func-
tioneze un organ de stat i vechile mecanisme ale
acestei functionari. Aceasta inseamni ca principa-
lele conditii ale programului anticoruptie in sport
s fie functionarea ireprosabild a mecanismului de
stat in noile conditii, este necesara tendinta spre
modificidri sistemice de naturd sa schimbe obiec-
tivele, valorile, stereotipurile proprii comporta-
mentului actual al functionarilor, conducitorilor
din domeniile sportive, inclusiv si a sportivilor care
participa nemijlocit la competitii sportive.

Lupta impotriva coruptiei in activitatile

gers of agreeing on the outcome of a match, and
various ways in which the potential person could
approach them. National and regional integrity
took place in sports workshops in Finland, South
Africa, Guatemala and the Netherlands, bringing
together football union administrators, players,
officials and law enforcement officials to raise
awareness of corruption in sports and ways to
prevent and counteract it. The training sessions
also took place for players and referees before five
FIFA sporting events [8].

The fight against corruption provides for the
activities of government bodies, local authorities,
institutions, organizations and individuals in civil
society in the exercise of their power in order to:

a) prevent corruption, including identify-
ing and subsequently eliminating the causes of
corruption (corruption prevention) ;

b) identify, prevent, suppress, disclose and
investigate corruption offenses

(fight against corruption);

c) minimize and (or) eliminate the conse-
quences of corruption.

I firmly believe that corruption in sport can
be counteracted only by uniting all national and
international bodies designed to stop the causes
and conditions that favor the emergence of the
phenomenon in question.

It is ridiculous to launch into law enforce-
ment if the political, economic and social condi-
tions that generate corruption, namely corrup-
tion, have not been liquidated: between the new
conditions in which a state body must function
and the old mechanisms of this function. This
means that the main conditions of the anti-cor-
ruption program in sports are the flawless func-
tioning of the state mechanism in the new con-
ditions, there is a need for the tendency towards
systemic changes likely to change the objectives,
values, stereotypes of the current behavior of of-
ficials, leaders in sports, including athletes who
participate directly in sports competitions.

The fight against corruption in sports ac-
tivities needs to be one of the key priorities that
cannot be neglected. Thus, national authorities
can effectively contribute to the achievement of
long-term European strategic objectives in the

sportive este necesard si fie una din prioritatile
de bazi care nu pot fi neglijate. Astfel, autoritatile
la nivel national pot contribui in mod eficient la
realizarea obiectivelor strategice europene pe ter-
men lung in domeniul promovarii valorilor etice
prin intermediul sportului si combaterii coruptiei.

Exemplele de astfel de initiative le regasim
in Polonia:

Programul Ministerului Sportului si Turis-
mului pentru anii 2015-2020 referitor la preveni-
rea coruptiei in domeniul sportului numit ,Nu
fi un pion in acest joc”. Programul include orga-
nizarea de cursuri de formare, antrenamente si
activitati educationale pe principii etice in sport,
adresate diverse medii sportive, inclusiv jucatori
tineri, antrenori sau arbitri;

Regulamentul Ministrului Educatiei Nationale
din 10 iunie 2015 a introdus o noud metoda de eva-
luare a performantelor elevilor la orele de educatie
fizica. Nota este acum determinatd nu numai de
aptitudinile de sport ale elevilor si de realizarile lor,
dar si a efortului, progresul individual si participa-
rea sistematica la cursuri si activitati in timpul ore-
lor si activitatilor scolare pentru culturi fizici [S].

Consider ci pentru Republica Moldova este
un exemplu demn de urmat, practica altor state
care au dat rezultate in lupta cu fenomenul corup-
tiei in sport, prin implementare in timp a planurilor
strategice si realizarea privind identificarea factori-
lor criminogeni care determina comiterea astfel de
infractiuni i intreprinderea masurilor necesare de
neutralizare si inlaturarea a lor.

Concluzii. In lumina celor expuse, putem
remarca prezenta ridicatd a gradului de latentd a
infractiunilor de coruptie in sfera sportului. Ast-
tel, consideram important necesitatea stringenta
de interventie din partea organelor abilitate ale
statului, prin implementarea planurilor strategice
care vor servi drept punct de pornire in lupta cu
fenomenul de coruptie in activititile sportive ale
Republicii Moldova. Acest deziderat, de aseme-
nea poate fi realizat cu atragerea specialistilor or-
ganelor de drept din alte state care au o experienta
avansata indomeniul investigarii si cercetarii aces-
tui fenomen.
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field of promoting ethical values through sport
and the fight against corruption.

Examples of such initiatives can be found
in Poland:

The program of the Ministry of Sports and
Tourism for the years 2015-2020 on the prevention
of corruption in the field of so-called sport “Don’t
be a pawn in this game”. The program includes
the organization of training courses, trainings
and educational activities on ethical principles in
sports, addressed to various sports environments,
including young players, coaches or referees;

Regulation of the Minister of National Edu-
cation of June 10, 2015 introduced a new method
of evaluating students’ performance in physical
education classes. The note is now determined
not only by the students’ sports skills and achieve-
ments, but also by effort, individual progress and
systematic participation in courses and activities
during classes and school activities for physical
education [5].

I consider that for the Republic of Mol-
dova it is a worth following example, the practice
of other states that have given results in the fight
against corruption in sports, by implementing in
time strategic plans and achieving the identifica-
tion of criminogenic factors that determine the
commission of such crimes and take necessary
measures to neutralize and remove them.

Conclusion. In light of the above, we can
note the high presence of latency in corruption
offenses in the field of sports. Thus, we consider
the urgent need for intervention by the com-
petent state bodies by implementing strategic
plans that will serve as a starting point in the fight
against corruption in sports activities of the Re-
public of Moldova. This goal can also be achieved
by attracting specialists from law enforcement
agencies in other states who have the necessary
experience, obtained from the investigation and
research of this phenomenon.
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
