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Articolul este consacrat aspectelor teoretice, juridi-
ce si organizatorice ale asigurdrii securitdtii in mediul
penitenciar. Astfel, sunt examinate notiunea, princi-
piile, reglementirile juridice si problemele asiguririi
securitdtii in cadrul institutiilor penitenciare. Autorii
mentioneazd cd siguranta i securitatea in penitencia-
re depind de crearea unui climat pozitiv asigurat prin
construirea unor relatii corecte intre detinuti si perso-
nalul penitenciar. In acest context, sunt evidentiate
problemele asiguridrii securitdtii penitenciare la etapa
actuali fiind formulate si propuneri in vederea perfec-
tiondrii cadrului juridic si organizatoric al asigurdrii
securitdtii in mediul penitenciar.

The article deals with the theoretical and orga-
nizational aspects of ensuring safety in the peniten-
tiary environment. Within the article the concepts,
principles, legislation are being examined, as well as
the problems of ensuring security in penitentiaries.
The safety and security in penitentiary depends a lot
on the positive climate among detainees and prison
staff, on the correct / accurate relations. Within this
framework, the problem of ensuring security in peni-
tentiaries, a number of suggestions are taken into con-
sideration with a view to improve the legal and orga-
nizational background.

Keywords: security, safety, insurance, penitentia-
ry institutions, detainees, penitentiary staff.

Introducere. Securitatea a reprezentat din-
totdeauna una dintre aspiratiile cele mai profun-
de ale umanitatii, o preocupare constanta si esen-
tiala a civilizatiei umane, iar problemele ce tin de
securitate s-au numarat i se numara printre cele
mai principale si, totodatd, cele mai vechi proble-
me care existd in lume [12, p. 128].

Originile termenului ,securitate” provine
de la latinescul ,securitas” ori ,securitatis” si pre-
supune starea in care te simti la addpost de orice
pericol. Securitatea denota sentimentul de incre-
dere si liniste pe care il da cuiva absenta oricirei
primejdii, vulnerabilititi sau oricarui pericol. Al-
tfel spus, pentru ca mediul de securitate sa fie unul
real si efectiv, acesta, in mod ideal, ar trebui sa fie

Introduction. Security and safety have al-
ways been one of the most profound aspirations
of the humanity, a consistent, regular, fundamen-
tal concern of the human civilization. The securi-
ty issues are and have always been one of the main
aspects, and at the same time the most ancient
disputes in the world [12, p. 128].

The ,security” term origins in the Latin ,se-
curitas” or ,securitatis” that meant the estate of
being in a shelter far away from any danger. The
state of being safe denoted a feeling of peace and
confidence that someone experiences when not
endangered by anything. The condition of not
being vulnerable in any ways, not exposed to any
jeopardy. In order to make a place/ location ab-
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lipsit de riscuri i amenintari sau asigurat de exis-
tenta capacitatilor statului de inliturare a acestora
sau, cel putin, tinerea lor sub control [ 12, p. 128].

In societatea moderni continui si rimana
actuald problema securitatii sub orice aspect al
sdu. Problema securitatii persoanei, cetiteanului
sau a unei organizatii este examinata atat la nivel
national cét si international. Este important de
mentionat cd in prezent exista mai multe tipuri de
securitate: personald, colectiva, sociald, econo-
mica, militard, etc.

Metode si materiale aplicate. In procesul
studiului au fost aplicate metodele: analiza, sinteza,
comparatia si constientizarea logicid. Materialele
utilizate le constituie publicatiile savantilor din do-
meniu, precum si legislatia corespunzatoare.

Rezultate obtinute si discutii. Incepand cu
anii 80 ai sec. XX in vizorul savantilor si cercetito-
rilor in domeniu a apirut termenul de ,securitate
penitenciard” (asigurarea securititii). In prezent
problemele ce tin de securitatea penitenciara ra-
man a fi de o actualitate sporita deoarece privarea
de libertate a persoanei suscitd in continuare dis-
cutii si controverse [22, p. 25].

Stiinta dreptului executional-penal trateaza
in mod diferit notiunea de securitate penitenciara
(asigurare a securitégii). In viziunea unor autori
securitatea penitenciard (asigurarea securititii)
constd in protectia anumitor obiecte sau edificii
[17, p. 45], pentru altii — asigurarea linistii, invi-
olabilitatii vietii si sanatatii functionarilor peni-
tenciarului, a condamnatilor si altor persoane, a
muncii si odihnei acestora, precum si a functioni-
rii institutiei penitenciare in ansamblu i a unita-
tilor structurale ale sale in particular [18, p. 7]. In
viziunea altora — ca stare care asiguri lipsa perico-
lului [16, p. 7].

Conceptul de securitate penitenciarad este
complex in continut, datoritd functiei custodiale
a penitenciarului. Persoanele private de libertate
trebuie izolate si tinute in penitenciar conform
unor reguli precise, menite si intretini o atmosfe-
rd carcerald suportabild si cit mai umanizata.

Securitatea penitenciarad este formata din-
tr-un ansamblu de maésuri si actiuni destinate a
preveni evadarile §i a mentine un mediu uman
intre detinuti, intre acestia, pe de o parte, si perso-
nalul penitenciar, pe de alta parte, care si previna

solutely secure, there mustn’t exist any risks, any
threatening, any trouble [12, p. 128].

In other words, to make the security envi-
ronment a real and effective area, it shouldn’t be
threatened or exposed to any kind of risks. Secu-
rity should be ensured by the state by means of
excluding or reducing the risky and dangerous
situations or at least keeping them under control.

The safety / security issues are still an im-
minent matter in modern society. The problem of
a personal, security, citizen or organization secu-
rity is examined at the national and international
levels.

It is important to mention that there are
more than one type of security/ safety. Among
them are personal, collective, economical, mili-
tary security, etc.

Methods and materials applied. In the
study process were applied the methods: analysis,
synthesis, comparison and logical awareness. The
materials used are the publications of scientists in
the field, as well as the corresponding legislation.

Results obtained and discussions. The
term ,penitentiary security” appeared in the
sights of the scientists in the domain in the 80’s of
the XX century. The problems of security in pris-
ons is still of great importance because depriving
a person from liberty arouses fierce discussions
and controversies [22, p. 25].

The science of criminal law treats the con-
cept of prison security differently. From the per-
spective of some authors the penitentiary security
and the way it’s provided consists in the protec-
tion of some specific buildings, constructions etc.
[17, p. 45]. For some other specialists in the field
it deals with the protection of order, the inviola-
bility oflife and health of the penitentiary staffand
of the detainees and other people. The protection
of their working and resting regime including the
good functioning of the penitentiary with all of
the structural units or taken all separately or to-
gether [18, p. 7]. In others opinion - it is just the
absence of danger [16, p. 7].

The concept of penitentiary security is quite
complex and profound due to the custody func-
tion of the prison. The people deprived of their
freedom must be isolated and kept in jail in strict
accordance with the rules meant to maintain a
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manifestarile agresive si autoagresive ale condam-
natilor [14].

Tinidnd cont de faptul ca asigurarea secu-
ritatii penitenciare reprezintd un complex de ma-
suri diverse, in literatura de specialitate [21] sunt
evidentiate urmatoarele principii ale asigurarii
securitatii:

1. Respectarea si protectia drepturilor si
libertatilor personalului penitenciar, al condam-
natilor i a altor persoane;

2. Legalitatea;

3. Sistemicitatea si complexitatea aplicarii
de citre organele de stat a unor masuri juridice,
organizatorice, de regim, special-investigative, de
profilaxie, tehnico-materiale, de asigurare materi-
al si alte misuri de asigurare a securitatii;

4. Prioritatea masurilor de prevenire in
scopul asigurarii securitatii;

S. Interactiunea organelor de stat cu for-
matiunile obstesti, organizatiile internationale si
cetatenii in scopul asigurarii securititii.

Urmeazd de mentionat cd sarcina asigurarii
securitatii in cadrul institutiilor penitenciare este
prevazuta de legislatia internationala in domeniu.
Astfel, Ansamblul de reguli minime ale Natiunilor
Unite pentru tratamentul detinutilor, chiar la regula
nr. 1, prevede ci ,Siguranta si securitatea detinu-
tilor, angajatilor, prestatorilor de servicii §i a vizi-
tatorilor trebuie si fie asigurati permanent” [1].

Potrivit art. 13 alin. (2) lit. b) al Legii Nr.
300 din 21-12-2017 cu privire la sistemul adminis-
tratiei penitenciare, pentru realizarea obiectivelor,
Administratia Nationala a Penitenciarelor si in-
stitutiile subordonate asigurd ordinea de drept,
legalitatea si egalitatea in institutiile penitenciare,
securitatea persoanelor private de libertate, inclu-
siv in timpul escortarii acestora, a personalului
din cadrul sistemului administratiei penitenciare
si a persoanelor aflate pe teritoriul institutiilor pe-
nitenciare.

Totodata sistemele traditionale de control
din cadrul institutiilor de detentie nu intotdeauna
sant in misura si combati eficient manifestarile
criminale care poarta un caracter stihinic, necon-
trolat, care deseori se bazeazi pe perpetuarea tra-
ditiilor subculturii criminale [20, p. 93].

Este necesar de tinut cont de schimbarile
cantitative si calitative al contingentului de deti-

bearable, imprisoning atmosphere in the most
human way.

The penitentiary security is a complex set
of measures and actions meant to prevent prison
breaks and to maintain a humane environment
among the inmates themselves on one hand,
between the inmates and the prison staff on the
other hand. It is a set of actions that prevent ag-
gressive behavior towards other detainees as well
as self- aggressiveness of the convicts [14].

Taking into consideration that the peni-
tentiary security assurance stands in a complex
set of measures, the specific literature [21] men-
tions the following methods:

1. The protection of the human rights, free-
doms of penitentiary staff, detainees and other
people;

2. Legality;

3. Consistency and the complexity of the
applied judicial, organizational, regime, special-
investigatory, preventive, technical and material,
financial assurance and a lot of other measures of
assuring security;

4.The priority of the preventive measures
pursuing security assurance;

5.The interaction of the governmental
bodies with the community groups, international
organizations and citizens, with the goal of assur-
ing the security.

It is to be mentioned that the task of assur-
ing security in the frame of penitentiary environ-
ment is stipulated in the international legislation
in the domain. Thus, the Set of minimum rules for
the treatment of detainees and the recommenda-
tions related to it, ... Rule 1 stipulates that “The
safety and security of detainees, employees, ser-
vice providers and visitors must be ensured at all
times”[1].

According to the article 13 paragraph 2
point b) Law No 300 of 21.12.2017 regarding
the penitentiary administration system, in order to
achieve the objectives: The National Administra-
tion of Penitentiaries and subordinated institu-
tions ensure the rule of law, legality and equality
in penitentiary institutions, the security of per-
sons deprived of liberty, including during their es-
cort, of personnel within the penitentiary admin-
istration system and of persons on the territory of
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nuti. Astfel, multi din ei executa pedeapsa pentru
omor intentionat sau vatamari corporale grave. O
buni parte din detinuti sint supusi tratamentului
fortat contra alcoolismului si narcomaniei sau su-
tera de tulburari psihice ce nu exclud responsabi-
litatea. Schimbarile din componenta detinutilor
conditioneazi ciutarea unor noi forme organiza-
torice de conducere a institutiilor penitenciare.

Conform datelor statistice oferite de citre
ANP, numarul persoanelor detinute in institutiile
penitenciare la 01.10. 2021 constituia 6429 per-
soane din care 1046 se afld in arest preventiv si
5306 au statut de condamnati [3].

Din numarul total al persoanelor condam-
nate 3177 (60%) persoane au deja 2 sau mai
multe condamniri; 3482 (66%) persoane au var-
sta intre 18 i 40 ani; 4172 (79%) persoane sant
condamnate pentru infractiuni grave, deosebit de
grave sau exceptional de grave [4].

Avand in vedere respectivii indicatori, or-
ganele si institutiile sistemului executional-penal,
activitatea carora este nemijlocit legata de execu-
tarea pedepselor penale, tinind cont de sarcinile
nitenciare, trebuie si reactioneze la modificirile
care au loc.

In aceste conditii, actualitatea problemei
securitatii penitenciare creste datoritd unor cir-
cumstante cum ar fi intinerirea si degradarea ca-
racteristicilor criminologice ale contingentului de
condamnati care-si ispasesc pedeapsa in institu-
tiille penitenciare ale ANP, ceea ce se manifesta
prin diferite forme de comportament distructiv,
inclusiv atentate la adresa reprezentantilor admi-
nistratiei.

Comitetul European pentru Prevenirea
Torturii si a Tratamentelor sau Pedepselor Inu-
mane sau Degradante (CPT) a remarcat o lipsd
cronicd de gardieni in penitenciarele din Repu-
blica Moldova, ceea ce a dus la dependenta de li-
derii informali pentru a mentine controlul asupra
populatiei detinute, adesea prin violenta [8, p. 7].

Astfel, in randul condamnatilor sant pro-
movate traditiile criminale, fiind cultivate forme
informale de comportament. Totodata in activi-
tatea practica apar probleme legate de lipsa asi-
guririi juridice si organizatorice a activitatilor de
prevenire a criminalititii penitenciare.

penitentiary institutions.

At the same time, the traditional control
systems within the detention institutions are not
always able to effectively combat criminal mani-
festations that have an uncontrolled character,
which are often based on the perpetuation of the
traditions of the criminal subculture [20, p. 93].

It is absolutely necessary to take into ac-
count qualitative and quantitative changes of the
contingent of detainees. Thus, many of them ex-
ecute the punishment for intentional murder or
serious bodily injury. A large proportion of de-
tainees are subjected to forced treatment against
alcoholism and drug addiction or suffer from
mental disorders that do not exclude liability.

Changes in the composition of detainees
condition the search for new organizational forms
of management of the penitentiary institutions.

According to statistical data provided by
ANP, the number of persons detained in peniten-
tiary institutions at 01.10.2021 constituted 6429
persons of which 1046 were in pre-trial detention
and 5306 had the status of convicts [3].

From the total number of convicted per-
sons 3177 (60%) already have 2 or more convic-
tions; 3482(66%) persons are aged between 18
and 40 years old; 4172(79%) of them are con-
victed of serious crimes, particularly serious or
exceptionally serious crimes [4].

Considering the respective indicators, the
bodies and institutions of the executive-criminal
system, whose activity is directly related to the
execution of criminal punishments, taking into
account the tasks of correcting convicts and en-
suring penitentiary security, must react to the
changes that take place.

In these conditions, the topicality of the
penitentiary security problem increases due to
some circumstances such as rejuvenation and
degradation of the criminological characteristics
of the convict contingent who serve their sen-
tence in penitentiary institutions of the ANP,
which is manifested by various forms of destruc-
tive behavior, including attacks on representa-
tives of the administration.

The European Committee for the Preven-
tion of Torture and Inhuman or Degrading Treat-
ment or Punishment (CPT) has noted a chronic
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Printre multiplii indicatori care caracteri-
zeazd starea securitdtii in institutiile penitenciare
urmeazi de evidentiat urmitoarele aspecte pro-
blematice i situatii critice inregistrate pe parcur-
sul anului 2020 [9, p. 10]:

— leziuni corporale: 1024 de cazuri depistate
in mediul detinutilor (2019-1203) ceea ce consti-
tuie o descrestere cu 14,87%;

— 237 de cazuri depistate la sosirea din izola-
toarele inspectoratelor de politie (2019-306) indi-
cator in descrestere cu 22,54%, si respectiv, 787
de cazuri depistate la condamnati in institutiile pe-
nitenciare (2019-897);

- din numdrul total de leziuni corporale,
115 au fost stabilite urmare a altercatiilor dintre
detinuti (2019 -179), indicator in descrestere cu
35,75%;

— aplicarea fortei fizice: 377 de cazuri (2019-
351) si 296 de cazuri de aplicare a mijloacelor spe-
ciale asupra detinutilor (2019-300), astfel fiind
atestatd o crestere cu 6,89% la capitolul aplicarea
fortei fizice, iar la aplicarea mijloacelor speciale o
scadere cu 1,33% comparativ cu perioada anului
precedent;

— atac asupra angajatilor: 20 de cazuri fiind
stabilite ca tentativi de atac (2019-16 cazuri de
atac) [9, p. 11].

In urma desfigurarii activitatii speciale de
investigatii la compartimentul prevenirii actiunilor
ilicite din partea detinutilor in institutiile peniten-
ciare, in anul 2020, s-a inregistrat comitereaa 215
fapte ilicite [9, p. 12].

Printre cauzele care favorizeazd comiterea
infractiunilor in institutiile penitenciare pot fi
numite: organizarea nesatisfacitoare a luptei cu
patrunderea in institutiile penitenciare a bauturi-
lor alcoolice si substantelor narcotice; lacune in
procesul de supraveghere a condamnatilor atat
in zonele locative cét si la obiectivele de produce-
re; controlul insuficient din partea administratiei
asupra eliberarii, utilizarii i pastrarii instrumen-
telor de muncd; lacune in organizarea ciutarii
si ridicarii obiectelor utilizate la comiterea unor
infractiuni; lacune in organizarea timpului liber si
controlului asupra respectirii de citre condam-
nati a regimului zilei; identificarea intirziatd a
condamnatilor care pot comite atentate la securi-
tatea altor condamnati.
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shortage of guards in prisons in the Republic of
Moldova, which led to dependence on informal
leaders to maintain control over the detained
population, often through violence [8, p. 7].

As a result, criminal traditions are promot-
ed among the convicts. Thus, informal forms of
behavior being cultivated. At the same time, in the
practical activity there are problems related to the
lack of legal and organizational insurance of the
activities for the prevention of penitentiary crime.
Among the multiple indicators that characterize
the state of security in penitentiary institutions
the following problematic aspects are highlighted
during the year 2020 [9, p. 10]:

- bodily injuries: 1024 cases detected
among detainees (2019 - 306) - declining by
14,87%;

- 237 cases detected on arrival from the iso-
lators of the police inspectorates - declining indica-
tor by 22,54%, and respectively, 787 of the cases
detected in penitentiary institutions (2019-897);

- 115 cases of the total number of bodily
injuries were established as a result of altercations
between detainees (2019 — 179) - declining indi-
cator by 35.75%;

- application of physical force: 377 of the
cases (2019 -351) and 296 of cases of application
of special means to detainees (2019 — 300) thus at-
testing an increase with 6.89% -the application of
physical force, and when applying special means
to detainees —declining by 1.33% compared to
the same period last year;

- attack on employees: 20 cases established
as an attempted attack (2019 - 16 cases of attack)
[9,p. 11].

Following the development of the special in-
vestigation activity in the department of prevention
of illicit actions by detainees in penitentiary institu-
tions, in 2020, 215 illicit acts were registered [9, p. 12].

Among the cases that favor the commis-
sion of crimes in penitentiary institutions can be
named: the unsatisfactory organization of the
fight against the intrusion in penitentiary insti-
tutions of narcotic substances and alcohol; gaps
in the supervision process of convicts both in
residential areas and in production facilities; in-
sufficient control by the administration over the
release, use and storage of working tools; gaps in
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Astfel, existd factori interni care contribuie
la diminuarea securitatii penitenciare: subcultura
criminald; incompetenta profesionali a functio-
narilor; manifestarea grupurilor criminale in lo-
curile de detentie; cazurile de coruptie in mediul
penitenciar; relatiile neregulamentare intre func-
tionari si detinuti. Factorii externi — factorii sociali
economici, politici, juridici etc. care influenteazi
securitatea penitenciara [19].

In scopul prevenirii criminalititii in institu-
tiile penitenciare este necesar de a asigura impli-
carea detinutilor in diferite activititi social-utile
(munca social-utila, instruirea generala si profe-
sionald). La etapa actuali atragerea reald in acti-
vititi de munci a condamnatilor constituie apro-
ximativ 14% [5]. Condamnatii se afli in izolare,
nu sunt implicati in activitati de munca si cel mai
important nu-si vid perspectiva de mai departe.
Cu un astfel de contingent este destul de dificil de
lucrat.

Pentru administratorii de penitenciare,
securitatea reprezintd activitatea de baza. ,Se-
curitatea” poate fi clasificata in trei categorii de
baza: securitate fizicd, ce implica infrastructura,
cladirile, perimetrele si tehnologiile de suport,
inclusiv dispozitivele electronice; securitatea pro-
cedurald, care include actiuni orientate si structu-
rate desfasurate de citre angajatii penitenciarelor,
cum ar fi verificirile de securitate, controalele si
actiunile diverse de ruting; si securitatea dinamicd,
care cuprinde masuri ce contribuie la dezvoltarea
unor relatii profesionale si pozitive intre angajatii
penitenciarului si detinuti in calitate de aborda-
re specifici a securitatii bazata pe cunoagterea
populatiei penitenciarului si intelegerea relatiilor
intre detinuti si intre detinuti si angajatii peniten-
ciarului [7].

Recomandarea nr. 23 (2003) a Comitetului
de Ministri al statelor membre privind managemen-
tul institutiilor penitenciare prevede ci mentinerea
controlului in penitenciar ar trebui sa se bazeze pe
utilizarea securitatii dinamice, adica dezvoltarea
de citre personal a relatiilor pozitive cu detinutii
pe baza fermitatii si corectitudinii, in combinatie
cu o intelegere a situatiei lor personale si a orici-
rui risc prezentat de anumiti detinuti (Regula 18)
[10].

In cazul in care se folosesc dispozitive teh-

the organization of the search and collection of
objects used to commit crimes; gaps in the orga-
nization of free time and control of the convicts’
daily regime; delayed identification of convicts
who may commit attacks on the security of other
convicts.

Consequently, there are internal factors
that contribute to diminished security in peni-
tentiaries: criminal subculture, professional in-
competence of civil servants, the manifestation
of criminal groups in places of detention; cases
of corruption in the penitentiary environment; ir-
regular relations between officials and detainees.
External factors - social, economic, political, legal
factors, etc. that influence prison security [19].

In order to prevent crime in prisons, it is
necessary to ensure the involvement of detainees
in various socially useful activities (useful social
work, general and professional training). At the
current stage the real attraction in work activities
of the convicts is approximately 14% [S]. Those
convicts who are in isolation, those who are not
involved in work activities do not see their per-
spectives. It is quite difficult to work with such a
contingent. For penitentiary administrators, se-
curity is the basic activity.

ySecurity” can be classified into 3 basic cat-
egories: Physical security - involving infrastruc-
ture, buildings, perimeters physical security in-
volving infrastructure, buildings, perimeters and
technologies, including electronic devices. Proce-
dural security - includes oriented and structured
actions carried out by prison staff, such as security
checks, controls and various routine actions. Dy-
namic security - includes measures that contribute
to the development of professional and positive
relations between prison employees and detainees
as a specific security approach based on the knowl-
edge of the prison population and understanding
the relationships between detainees, as well as
those between detainees and employees [7].

The Recommendation No 23 (2003) of the
Committee of Ministers of the Member States regard-
ing the management of the penitentiary institutions
that provides maintaining control in the peniten-
tiary should be based on the use of dynamic secu-
rity, that is, the development by staft of positive
relationships with detainees based on firmness
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nice, cum ar f1 alarmele si televiziunea cu circuit
inchis, acestea ar trebui si fie intotdeauna com-
plementate cu metodele dinamice de securitate.

Securitatea dinamicd este un concept ce im-
plicd: dezvoltarea relatiilor pozitive cu detinutii;
canalizarea energiei detinutilor in munci si acti-
vitate constructivd; mentinerea unui regim de-
cent si echilibrat cu programe individuale pentru
detinuti.

Astfel, securitatea dinamici este menita
sa raspunda nevoilor specifice ale detinutilor, si
contribuie la crearea unui climat pozitiv. Se recur-
ge la utilizarea misurilor disciplinare, atunci cand
este strict necesar [15, p. 45].

Aceasta este eficientd pentru a asigura ca
puterea pe care o au angajatii asupra detinutilor nu
este perceputa ca o provocare sau pedeapsa si per-
mite angajatilor sa anticipeze probleme si riscuri de
securitate intr-un penitenciar. Regulile penitenciare
europene [11] prevad ca ,securitatea asiguratd prin
bariere fizice si alte mijloace tehnice va fi suplimen-
tatd de securitatea dinamica furnizata de echipa de
interventie care trebuie sd-i cunoasci pe detinutii
aflati sub controlul lor (pct. $1).” Aceasta presupu-
ne efectuarea unei evaludri a riscurilor pentru secu-
ritate cat mai curand posibil dupa primire pentru a
se stabili riscul pe care detinutii I-ar putea prezenta
pentru comunitate daci ar intreprinde o tentativa
de evadare si chiar riscul ci acestia vor incerca si
evadeze fie pe cont propriu, fie cu ajutorul unui
complice din exterior.

Nivelul de securitate necesar trebuie si fie
revizuit la intervale regulate pe durata detentiei
unei persoane (7, p.S1-52].

Prin urmare, atingerea
excelenti in securitatea dinamica revine conduce-

nivelului de

rii penitenciarului care promoveaza o cultura po-
zitiva bazatd pe trei piloni: mediu favorabil; per-
sonal competent si dedicat; evaluarea individuald
a detinutilor si evaluarea riscurilor [7, p. $3].

In prezent, legislatia executional-penald
nationald [2; 6; 12] contine mai multe prevederi
orientate spre asigurarea securitatii in mediul pe-
nitenciar. Astfel, pot fi evidentiate urmatoarele
mijloace de asigurare a securitatii in mediul peni-
tenciar:

— regimul in institutiile penitenciare; in-
stalatiile tehnico-ingineresti; controlul asupra
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and fairness, in combination with an understand-
ing of their personal situation and any risk posed
by certain detainees (Rule 18) [10].

If technical devices such as alarms and
closed circuit television are used, they should be
complemented by dynamic security methods.

Dynamic security is a concept involving:
developing positive relationships with detainees;
channeling the detainees’ energy in work and
constructive activity; maintaining a decent and
balanced regime with individual programs for de-
tainees.

So dynamic security is meant to meet spe-
cific needs of the detainees, it contributes to the
creation of a positive climate. The disciplinary
measures are used only when it is strictly neces-
sary [15, p. 45].

The use of disciplinary methods is effective
to ensure that power employees have over detain-
eesitisnot perceived asa challenge or punishment
and allows employees to anticipate problems and
risks in a penitentiary. European penitentiary rules
[11] provide that security is ensured by physical
barriers and other technical methods will be sup-
plemented by the dynamic security provided by
the intervention team that must know the detain-
ees under their control. This involves an evalua-
tion of the security risk assessment as soon as pos-
sible in order to determine the risk that detainees
may present for the community like an attempt to
escape on their own or with some outside help.

The required level of security needs to be
reviewed at regular intervals during a person’s de-
tention [7, p. S1-52].

Therefore, achieving the level of excel-
lence in dynamic security is the responsibility of
the penitentiary management who promotes a
positive culture based on three pillars: favorable
environment, competent and dedicated staff, in-
dividual assessment of detainees and risk assess-
ment [7, p. 53].

At present, the national criminal enforce-
ment legislation [2; 6; 12] contains several provi-
sions aimed at ensuring security in the penitentia-
ry environment. Therefore, the following means
of ensuring security in the penitentiary environ-
ment can be highlighted:

e The regime in penitentiary institutions,
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condamnatilor prin intermediul sistemelor de su-
praveghere video;

— supravegherea vizuald asupra condamna-
tilor in institutiile penitenciare; regimul special in
penitenciare; aplicarea mijloacelor speciale si a
armei de foc; activitatea speciald de investigatii;

— aducerea la cunostinta detinutilor a
prevederilor legislatiei executional-penale.

In activitatea administratiei penitenciare,
desfagurati in vederea prevenirii infractiunilor
in randul detinutilor, traditional sint evidentiate
masurile generale si individuale de prevenire.

Conditiile sigure de activitate ale functio-
narilor SAP sunt create atat prin intermediul mij-
loacelor de asigurare a regimului cét si nemijlocit
prin comportamentul functionarilor. Asigurarea
securitatii depinde de actiunile functionarilor, cu-
nostinte, bazate pe experienta profesionala si res-
pectarea stricta a legalitatii in raport cu detinutii.

In prezent, in cadrul sistemului administra-
tiei penitenciare, o atentie sporitd este acordata
problemelor ce tin de asigurarea securititii per-
soanele a functionarilor. Se imbunititesc condi-
tiile de trai ale detinutilor, fapt care contribuie la
diminuarea incordarii lor emotionale. In afari de
aceasta, se perfectioneaza dotarea tehnica a insti-
tutiilor cu camere video, sisteme tehnice de paza
si supraveghere; este desfasurata activitatea servi-
ciilor psihologice in vederea cresterii rezistentei
functionarilor SAP in situatii de stres, precum si
a serviciilor educative in vederea consolidarii dis-
ciplinei.

Activitdtile desfigsurate de administratia
penitenciarului pentru realizarea sigurantei deti-
nerii constau in luarea masurilor de pazi, escorta-
re, insotire si supraveghere, in scopul mentinerii
ordinii si disciplinei in randul detinutilor. O alta
componenta a securitatii penitenciare este forma-
ta din procedurile de sigurantd folosite (perchezitii,
apelul etc.).

Siguranta detinerii se referd la totalitatea
activitatilor desfasurate de administratia peniten-
ciarului in scopul impunerii unor restrictii in ceea
ce priveste libertatea de migcare a detinutilor, ast-
fel incat sa prevind savérsirea de noi infractiuni,
sa fie impiedicata sustragerea lor de la executarea
pedepselor si a masurilor privative de libertate,
precum si pentru protejarea vietii, integritatii cor-

technical and engineering installations, control
over convicts through video surveillance systems.

e Visual surveillance of convicts in peni-
tentiary institutions; the special regime in peni-
tentiaries, the application of special means and
the firearm; special investigation activity.

e Bringing to the attention of the detain-
ees the provisions of the executive-criminal leg-
islation;

Within the activity of the penitentiary
administration, carried out in order to prevent
crimes among detainees, traditionally, general
and individual prevention measures are high-
lighted.

The secure working conditions of SAP of-
ficials are created both, through the means of en-
suring the regime and through the direct behavior
of officials. Ensuring security depends on action
of the officials, knowledge, professional experi-
ence, strict compliance with legislation in relation
to detainees.

Currently, within the penitentiary admin-
istration system, increased attention is paid to is-
sues related to ensuring the personal security of
civil servants. The living conditions of the detain-
ees are improved, which contributes to reduce
their emotional strain. In addition, the technical
endowment of the institutions with video cam-
eras, technical security and surveillance systems
is being improved; the activity of the psychologi-
cal services is carried out in order to increase the
resistance of the SAP officials in stress situations
as well as the activity of educational services in
order to consolidate the discipline.

The activities carried out by the peniten-
tiary administration to achieve the security of
detention consist in taking measures of guard-
ing, escorting, accompanying and supervising in
order to maintain order and discipline among
detainees. Another component of prison security
consists in the security procedures like searches,
appeals ...

The security of detention refers to the total-
ity of the activities carried out by the penitentiary
administration in order to impose some restric-
tions regarding the freedom of movement of de-
tainees, so as to prevent the commission of new
crimes; to prevent their evasion from the execu-
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porale si sdnatatii acestora, a personalului locului
de detinere si a oriciror altor persoane [14].

In acest sens, pe parcursul anului 2020, ser-
viciile de resort au realizat un sir de interventii,
printre care: perchezitii, activititi speciale de
investigatii, actiuni de prevenire a introducerii
obiectelor/substantelor interzise, operatiuni de
descoperire/curmare a infractiunilor ce s-au pre-
gdtit/savarsit in penitenciar. Astfel, in anul 2020,
au fost efectuate 10570 de perchezitii (2019
- 10350), dintre care: planificate — 5279 (2019 -
5659), si inopinate — 5291 (2019 - 4691) [9].

Ulterior, la punctele de trecere §i control,
cat sila edificiile de pazi a institutiilor penitencia-
re, au fost desfasurate 830 de masuri de regim, in
rezultatul carora au fost retinute 67 de persoane
civile, care au incercat si introduci obiecte si sub-
stante interzise spre folosire de citre condamnati
[9].

In vederea asigurarii securitatii, penitenci-
arele trebuie sa dispuna de amenajarile, dispozi-
tivele, personalul §i mijloacele tehnice necesare
pentru supravegherea si controlul perimetrelor, al
spatiilor interioare si al ciilor de acces, precum si
de armamentul si munitia necesare. In acest scop
se regaseste zidul compact si foarte inalt care deli-
miteazd penitenciarul de ,lumea liberd”, cu toate
accesoriile sale, dispozitive de depistare si utiliza-
rea procedurilor de siguranta [14].

De asemenea, penitenciarele sunt supuse
inspectiilor si controalelor curente, ocazionale,
inopinate, tematice si specializate.

Concluzii. Asadar, tindnd cont de conditii-
le actuale de functionare a institutiilor penitenci-
are in interactiune cu degradarea caracteristicilor
criminologice ale condamnatilor, se impune ne-
cesitatea intreprinderii unor misuri adecvate in
vederea prevenirii violentei penitenciare §i neu-
tralizarii factorilor insotitori precum si a utilizarii
intregului arsenal de masuri de prevenire, admi-
nistrative, juridico-penale dar si al perfectionarii
normelor juridice in vigoare.

Sub aspectul optimizarii functionarii siste-
mului executional-penal la un nivel suficient de
securitate, reprezintd un interes practic urmatoa-
rele aspecte ale experientei altor state: ridicarea
nivelului dotarii tehnice a institutiilor penitenci-
are; dezvoltarea formelor de control social si su-
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tion of sentences and custodial measures, as well
as for the protection of their life, bodily integrity
and health of the staff of the place of detention
and of any other persons [14].

In this regard, during 2020, the relevant
services carried out a series of interventions, in-
cluding: searches, special investigative activities,
actions to prevent the introduction of prohibited
objects/ substances, operations to discover/ stop
crimes that have occurred prepared/ committed
in the penitentiary. Thus, in 2020, 10570 search-
es were carried out (2019 - 10350), of which:
planned - 5279 (2019 - 5659), and unexpected -
5291 (2019 - 4691) [9].

Subsequently, at the checkpoints and con-
trol buildings, as well as at the security buildings
of the penitentiary institutions, 830 regime mea-
sures were carried out, as a result of which 67 ci-
vilians were detained, who tried to introduce ob-
jects and substances prohibited for use [9].

In order to ensure security, penitentiaries
must have the necessary facilities, devices, person-
nel and technical means for the surveillance and
control of perimeters, interior spaces and access
roads, as well as the necessary armament and am-
munition. For this purpose, there is a compact and
very high wall that delimits the penitentiary from
the ,free world”, with all its accessories, detection
devices and the use of security procedures [ 14].

Also, penitentiaries are subject to current,
occasional, unannounced, thematic and special-
ized inspections and controls.

Conclusions. Therefore, taking into ac-
count the current conditions of functioning of
penitentiary institutions in interaction with the
degradation of the criminological characteristics
of convicts, it is necessary to take appropriate
measures to prevent prison violence and neutral-
ize accompanying factors and use the full arsenal
of preventive measures: administrative, criminal
justice but also of the improvement of the juridi-
cal principals in force.

In terms of optimizing the functioning of
the executive-criminal system at a sufficient level
of security, the following aspects of the experi-
ence of other states are of practical interest: rais-
ing the level of technical endowment of peniten-
tiary institutions; development of forms of social
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praveghere a persoanelor eliberate din detentie.

In al doilea rand, in conditiile actuale, se
impune adoptarea unui sir de masuri legislative si
juridico-organizatorice, care ar tine cont de stan-
dardele internationale si experienta pozitiva a al-
tor state in domeniul de activitate al institutiilor
penitenciare orientate spre perfectionarea supra-
vegherii si controlului asupra activitatii sistemului
executional-penal cu referire la problemele ce tin
de securitate.

In afard de aceasta, este necesar de asigurat
inevitabilitatea reactiei juridico-penale la toate
faptele de violentd penitenciard, care constituie
componente ale unor infractiuni, indiferent de
subiectul comiterii acestora.

Pe de alta parte, este imperativa exercitarea
influentelor educative necesare reintegrarii soci-
ale a persoanelor care au savérsit infractiuni i, in
ultimi instantd, actiunea in vederea reducerii ris-
cului de recidiv, in conditiile umanizarii mediu-
lui penitenciar §i respectirii drepturilor omului.
Cu alte cuvinte, rolul esential al sistemului rezida
in consacrarea penitenciarului ca serviciu social
aflat in slujba comunitatii.

control and supervision of persons released from
detention.

Secondly, in the current conditions, it is nec-
essary to adopt a series of legislative and legal-orga-
nizational measures, which would take into account
international standards and the positive experience
of other states in the field of activity of penitentiary
institutions aimed at improving supervision and
control over the activity of the executive-criminal
system with reference to security issues.

In addition, it is necessary to ensure the in-
evitability of the legal-criminal reaction to all acts
of penitentiary violence, which are components
of some crimes, regardless of the subject of their
commission.

On the other hand, it is imperative to ex-
ercise the educational influences necessary for
the social reintegration of people who have com-
mitted crimes and, ultimately, action to reduce
the risk of recidivism, given the humanization of
the prison environment and respect for human
rights. In other words, the essential role of the
system lies in the consecration of the penitentiary
as a social service in the service of the community.
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
