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Mediul reprezintd elementul obligatoriu al
supravietuirii omului, din care motiv protectia
mediului, in general, si a factorilor acestuia, in
special, trebuie sd fie una dintre principalele
preocupdri ale omenirii. Multiplicarea fard intre-
rupere a fenomenului poluadrii la scara intregii
societdti nu poate fi trecutd cu vederea. In mdsu-
ra in care dezvoltarea economicd mondiald nu se
situeazd pe linia acestor cerinte, existd pericolul
real al ddundrii grave a diferitilor factori de mediu
cu consecinte periculoase pentru viata si sdndta-
tea omului, pentru flord si faund.

De altfel, prin studiul respectiv am incercat
sd aborddm principalele problematici intdlnite
in contextul identificdarii reglementdrilor specifice
regnului animal. Cu certitudine putem afirma, ca
institutia respectivd constituie un subiect de cer-
cetare intotdeauna actual si necesar, in vederea
amplificdrii si aprofunddrii studiilor realizate la
acest compartiment.

Introduction. In the traditional under-
standing, ,environment” is understood to mean
all the natural conditions and elements of the
Earth: air, water, soil, subsoil, landscape fea-
tures, all atmospheric layers, all organic and
inorganic materials, as well as living things,
interacting natural systems, quality of life and
conditions that can influence human well-being
and health. The concept of environment can
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se poate vorbi decat cu referire la om, deoarece
el ocupa pozitia centrala in mediul natural si
artificial, fiind luate In calcul interesele firesti
de a trai intr-un mediu sanatos si echilibrat din
punct de vedere ecologic.

Metode si materiale aplicate. In cadrul
acestei cercetdri stiintifice, preeminent au fost
utilizate metodele: de analiz3, istoricd, compa-
rativa. De asemenea, au fot aplicate si alte me-
tode eficiente de cercetare, dupa cum urmeaza:
de sinteza logica si dialectica, normative, struc-
tural-sistematica, juridic-comparativa s.a..

Rezultate obtinute si discutii. In lite-
ratura de specialitate pe larg sunt utili-zate
notiunile de natura si mediu, acestea conside-
randu-se a fi sinonime. Venim sa precizam in
acest context ca termenul de ,natura” priveste
un ansamblu de factori abiotici (cum ar fi apa,
aerul, solul, subsolul) si biotici (corespunzator
fauna si flora) ale mediului, ultimul in acest
sens include si omul. Iar termenul ,,mediu” cu-
prinde totalitatea factorilor naturali si antropo-
geni, inclusiv fenomenele antropice, exceptand
obiectul, fenomenul sau un alt obiectiv la care
acesta se raporta [19, p.9].

La randul sdu, mediul biotic se afla sub
influenta unor factori negativi de origine antro-
pic3, ca de exemplu supraexploatarea resurse-
lor biologice naturale si poluarea, precum si de
origine naturald, cum ar fi seceta, inundatiile,
cutremurele. Periclitarea biodiversitatii de na-
tura antropica sau naturala constituie un pro-
ces durabil. Daca impotriva factorilor distruc-
tivi de natura antropica se poate lupta, atunci
fmpotriva factorilor naturali deseori omul este
neputincios.

Ca urmare, atitudinea omului fata de
biodiversitate este necesar de a fi orientata
in directia protectiei, conservarii, monitori-
zarii si folosirii rationale la nivel regional si
international pe baza principiilor privind dez-
voltarea durabila.

Protectia si folosirea rationala a mediu-
lui constituie o problema de importanta globa-
13, care trebuie sa devina o prioritate nationalg,
deoarece vizeaza In mod direct conditiile de
viatd si sandtatea populatiei, realizarea intere-
selor economice, precum si capacitdtile de dez-
voltare durabild a societatii.

Realizand o retrospectiva a cadrului nor-
mativ autohton privind protectia mediului, pu-
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only be spoken of with reference to man, since
he occupies the central position in the natural
and man-made environment, and the natural
interests of living in a healthy and ecologically
balanced environment are taken into account.

Methods and materials applied. In the
research of this specific institution, the meth-
ods of analysis, historical, comparative were
used preeminently. However, while classical
research methods were used, other effective
research methods were also applied as follows:
logical and dialectical synthesis, normative,
structural-systematic, legal-comparative, and
other methods of scientific knowledge.

Basic content. In the literature the terms
nature and environment are widely used and
are considered to be synonymous. In this con-
text, we would like to point out that the term
Jnature” refers to a set of abiotic (such as wa-
ter, air, soil, subsoil) and biotic (corresponding
to fauna and flora) factors of the environment,
the latter including man. In turn ,environment”
encompasses the totality of natural factors, and
anthropogenic ones, including anthropogenic
phenomena, excluding the object, phenomenon
or other objective to which it relates [19, p.9].

In turn, the biotic environment is under
the influence of negative anthropogenic fac-
tors, such as overexploitation of natural biolog-
ical resources and pollution, as well as natural
factors, such as drought, floods, earthquakes,
actions and phenomena that irreversibly com-
promise. Biodiversity loss by man-made or
natural causes is a sustainable process. While
man-made destructive factors can be com-
bated, natural factors are often beyond man’s
control.

As a result, human attitudes towards
biodiversity need to be geared towards protec-
tion, conservation, monitoring and wise use at
regional and international level on the basis of
sustainable development principles.

The protection and wise use of the en-
vironment is an issue of global importance,
which must become a national priority as it
directly affects the living conditions and health
of the population, the achievement of economic
interests and the capacity for sustainable de-
velopment of society.

Looking back at the domestic regula-
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tem constata ca aceasta a fost legiferata odata
cu adoptarea Legii privind protectia mediului
fnconjurator [2] la 16.06.1993, ulterior conso-
lidata prin Constitutie, adoptatd la 29.07.1994
[1], In consecinta fiind adoptata Legea regnului
animal din 27.04.1995 [3].

Se consacra ca protectia mediului consti-
tuie o prioritate nationald, care vizeaza In mod
direct conditiile de viata si sdnatatea populati-
ei, realizarea intereselor economice si social-
umane, precum si capacitdtile de dezvoltare
durabila a societatii pe viitor [2].

Existenta unui mediu curat contribuie
incontestabil la asigurarea drepturilor funda-
mentale ale omului prevazute de Constitutia
Republicii Moldova [1, art.37]: dreptul la un
mediu inconjurator sanatos. Aceasta implica
pastrarea calitatii principalelor componente
ale mediului (aerul, apa, solul, flora si fauna), in
conditiile unei dezvoltari durabile.

Conform unor opinii doctrinare, resurse-
le naturale constituie ,totalitatea elementelor
naturale ale mediului ce pot fi folosite n activi-
tatea umana: resurse neregenerabile-minerale,
combustibili fosili; regenerabile - apa, aer, sol,
flora, fauna salbatica, inclusiv cele inepuizabi-
le: energia solara, eoliana, geotermala si ener-
gia valurilor” [18, p.48]. Legiuitorul moldovean
[4, art.1] defineste resursele naturale ca fiind
,obiectele, fenomenele, conditiile naturale si
alti factori, utilizabili in trecut, prezent si vii-
tor pentru consum direct sau indirect, care au
valoare de consum si contribuie la crearea de
bunuri materiale si spirituale” si le divide 1n re-
novabile si nerenovabile. Din continutul acestei
legi putem desprinde, ca in categoria resurselor
naturale destinate exploatarii, resurselor natu-
rale de rezerva si resurselor naturale protejate
sunt incluse speciile de animale salbatice. Ca
urmare, lumea animalg, ca parte componentd a
biodiversitatii, constituie o categorie a resurse-
lor naturale de reguld regenerabile, care sunt
supuse unui regim de reglementare juridica
complexa.

Lumea animald, ca un component de
baza al biodiversitatii a unui ecosistem natural
joaca un rol important in mentinerea echilibru-
lui ecologic. Un sir de specii de animale servesc
drept surse pentru obtinerea unor materii pri-
me industriale, medicinale, produselor alimen-
tare si altor valori materiale, necesare pentru
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tory framework for environmental protec-
tion, we can see that it began with the adop-
tion of the Environmental Protection Act
[2] on 16.06.1993, which was subsequently
consolidated by the Constitution adopted on
29.07.1994 [1], and consequently the Animal
Kingdom Act of 27.04.1995 [3].

[t is established that the protection of the
environment is a national priority, which di-
rectly concerns the living conditions and health
of the population, the achievement of economic
and social-human interests, as well as the ca-
pacity for sustainable development of society
in the future [2].

The existence of a clean environment un-
questionably contributes to ensuring the fun-
damental human rights laid down in the Con-
stitution of the Republic of Moldova [1, art.37]:
the right to a healthy environment. This implies
preserving the quality of the main components
of the environment (air, water, soil, flora and
fauna), in conditions of sustainable develop-
ment.

According to some doctrinal opinions,
natural resources constitute ,the totality of
the natural elements of the environment that
can be used in human activity: non-renewable
resources - mineral, fossil fuels; renewable -
water, air, soil, flora, wildlife, including inex-
haustible - solar, wind, geothermal and wave
energy” [18, p. 48]. The Moldovan legislator [4,
art.1] defines natural resources as: ,those ob-
jects, phenomena, natural conditions and other
factors, usable in the past, present and future
for direct or indirect consumption, which have
consumption value and contribute to the cre-
ation of material and spiritual goods” and di-
vides them into renewable and non-renewable
natural resources. From the content of this law,
we can deduce that the category of natural re-
sources intended for exploitation, reserve nat-
ural resources and protected natural resources
also includes wild animal species. As a result,
the animal world, as part of biodiversity, is also
a category of natural resources that are usually
renewable and subject to a complex legal regu-
latory regime.

The animal world, as a basic component
of the biodiversity of a natural ecosystem, plays
an important role in maintaining ecological
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satisfacerea cerintelor populatiei si ale econo-
miei nationale. Alte specii sunt utilizate 1n sco-
puri stiintifice, cultural-educative si estetice.
Cu siguranta putem afirma, cd lumea animala
constituie un element structural complex al re-
surselor naturale ce ar trebui In mod insistent
sa se bucure de un regim de folosire si protectie
durabila.

Locul specific al regnului animal ca par-
te indispensabila a mediului natural este de-
terminat de dependenta lui fatd de mediul
de supravietuire (habitat) In hotarele carora
existd un organism sau altul. Drept consecint3,
protectia regnului animal in toate cazurile
este Infaptuita in doua directii principale [21,
p.161]:

-- Protectia mediului de existenta
(a habitatului) a diferitelor specii de animale
de impurificare, deteriorare, extenuare;
Protectia nemijlocita a speciilor
de animale de exterminare, epuizare, inclusiv
crearea conditiilor normale de reproducere.

O crestere calitativa importanta in dome-
niul folosirii si protectiei regnului animal for-
meazad Conventia de la Rio de Janeiro privind
conservarea diversitatii biologice [7]. Scopul
primordial al Conventiei este de a promova
protectia ecosistemelor si habitatelor naturale,
precum si mentinerea de specii viabile In me-
diul natural, reabilitarea si restabilirea ecosis-
temelor degradate si luarea de masuri pentru
protectia speciilor amenintate cu disparitia,
statele semnatare angajandu-se:

a) sa stabileasca zone protejate;

b) sa integreze problemele biologice in
sistemele de dezvoltare pe plan national;

) sa asigure Intregii comunitati umane
avantajele ce decurg din utilizarea resurselor
genetice;

d) sa asigure transferul de tehnologii bi-
ologice de la tarile dezvoltate spre cele in curs
de dezvoltare, In vederea ameliorarii plantelor
si animalelor cu rol economic.

Sub influenta factorilor umani, diversita-
tea regnului animal, spre regret, se afla in dimi-
nuare continud. Din fauna sdlbatica a Republicii
Moldova prin sistemul actelor legislative exis-
tente din domeniul respectiv sunt ocrotite circa
14800 de specii de animale (461 de vertebrate
si 14339 de nevertebrate). Vertebratele includ
70 de specii de mamifere, 281 de specii de pa-
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balance. A number of animal species serve as
sources of industrial raw materials, medicines,
food and other material values needed to sat-
isfy the population and the national economy,
other species are used for scientific, cultural-
educational and aesthetic purposes. We can
certainly state that the animal world consti-
tutes a complex structural element of natural
resources that should be protected and used in
a sustainable way.

The specific place of the animal kingdom
as an indispensable part of the natural environ-
ment is determined by its dependence on the
survival environment (habitat) within which
one organism or another exists. As a conse-
quence, the protection of the animal kingdom
in all cases is carried out in two main directions
[21, p.161]:

- Protection of the environment of exis-
tence (habitat) of different species of animals
from impurification, deterioration, exhaustion;

- Direct protection of animal species
from extermination, exhaustion, including the
creation of normal conditions for reproduction.

An important qualitative step forward in
the use and protection of the animal kingdom
is the Rio de Janeiro Convention on the Conser-
vation of Biological Diversity [7]. The Conven-
tion’s overarching aim is to promote the pro-
tection of ecosystems, natural habitats and the
maintenance of viable species in the wild, to
rehabilitate and restore degraded ecosystems,
and to take measures for the protection of en-
dangered species, with signatory states com-
mitting themselves:

a) to establish protected areas;

b) to integrate biological issues into na-
tional development systems;

c) to ensure that the benefits arising
from the use of genetic resources accrue to the
whole human community;

d) ensure the transfer of biological tech-
nologies from developed to developing coun-
tries for the improvement of economically use-
ful plants and animals.

Under the influence of human factors,
the diversity of the animal kingdom is, regret-
tably, in continuous decline. The system of
existing legislation in this field protects about
14800 species of animals (461 vertebrates and
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sari, 14 specii de reptile, 14 specii de amfibieni
si 82 de specii de pesti.

Factorii antropici si climaterici din ul-
timii 10-20 de ani au actionat nefavorabil
asupra faunei autohtone. Multe din speciile
faunistice au devenit relativ rare sau sunt pe
cale de disparitie si necesita masuri speciale
de protectie. Reiesind din aceste considerente
a fost reeditata Cartea Rosie [25] a Republi-
cii Moldova in care sunt incluse 116 specii de
animale: mamifere - 14, pasari - 39, reptile - 8,
amfibieni - 1, pesti - 12, ciclostomate - 1, insec-
te - 37, crustacee - 1, moluste - 3 (fatd de 29
de specii incluse in editia precedenta a Cartii
Rosii).

Legislatia In vigoare reglementeaza
relatiile In domeniul protectiei si folosirii ani-
malelor sdlbatice (mamifere, pasari, reptile,
amfibieni, pesti, insecte, crustacee, moluste
etc.) care supravietuiesc in mod natural pe us-
cat, In ap3, in atmosfera sau in sol, populand
permanent sau temporar teritoriul republicii
[3, art.1, alin 2]. Relatiile in domeniul protectiei
si folosirii animalelor domestice, precum si a
animalelor sdlbatice Intretinute in captivita-
te sau semicaptivitate In scopuri economice,
stiintifice, cultural-educative si estetice de ase-
menea sunt reglementate de Legea cu privire la
regnul animal, precum si de un ansamblu vast
de acte normative din domeniul respectiv.

In literatura de specialitate sunt utiliza-
te diverse notiuni cum ar fi regn animal, lumea
animala, lumea salbatica sau fauna salbatica,
fauna de interes cinegetic, etc. In vederea ex-
cluderii catorva interpretdri gresite venim cu
ideea de a face anumite precizari de ordin ter-
minologic.

Facand referinte la doctrinarii rusi S.A.
Bogoliubov [9, p.318], B.V. Erofeev [14, p. 501],
R.K. Gusev [10, p.128], observam ca sunt utili-
zate notiuni de lumea salbaticd, lumea animal3,
fauna salbatica in mod interschimbabil.

Autorul roman Ernest Lupan [17, p.397-
402] 1n lucrarile sale utilizeaza conceptele de
fauna terestra, animal sdlbatic si de fond cine-
getic. Daniela Marinescu [18, p.291-296] uti-
lizeaza notiunea de fauna terestra si acvatic3,
animale salbatice supuse vanatului.

In lucrdrile autorilor autohtoni Pavel
Zamfir [21, p.160], Igor Trofimov [20, p.291],
Grigore Ardelean, Andrian Cretu sunt utilizate
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14339 invertebrates) from the wild fauna of
the Republic of Moldova. Vertebrates include
70 mammal species, 281 bird species, 14 rep-
tile species, 14 amphibian species and 82 fish
species.

Anthropogenic and climatic factors over
the last 10-20 years have adversely affected na-
tive fauna. Many wildlife species have become
relatively rare or endangered and require spe-
cial protection measures. Based on these con-
siderations, the Red Book [25] of the Republic
of Moldova has been re-edited and includes
116 animal species: mammals - 14, birds - 39,
reptiles - 8, amphibians - 1, fish - 12, cyclosto-
matous - 1, insects - 37, crustaceans - 1, mol-
lusks - 3 (compared to 29 species included in
the previous edition of the Red Book).

The legislation in force regulates rela-
tions in the field of protection and use of wild
animals (mammals, birds, reptiles, amphib-
ians, fish, insects, crustaceans, mollusks, etc.)
that survive naturally on land, in water, in the
atmosphere or in the soil, permanently or tem-
porarily inhabit the territory of the republic [3,
art.1]. The relations in the field of protection
and use of domestic animals, as well as wild
animals kept in captivity or semi-captivity for
economic, scientific, cultural-educational and
aesthetic purposes are also regulated by the
Law on the animal kingdom as well as by a
wide set of normative acts in this field.

In the literature, various terms are used,
such as animal kingdom, animal world, wild
world or wild fauna, fauna of hunting interest,
etc. In order to avoid some misinterpretations,
we would like to make some terminological
clarifications.

Referring to the Russian doctrinaires Bo-
goboliubov S.A. [9, p.318], Erofeev B.V. [14, p.
501], Gusev R.K. [10, p.128] we note that the
notions of wild world, animal world, wild fauna
are used interchangeably.

The Romanian author Ernest Lupan [17,
p.397-402] in his works uses the concepts of
terrestrial fauna, wild animal and game back-
ground. Daniela Marinescu [18, p.291-296]
uses the notion of terrestrial and aquatic fauna,
wild animals subject to hunting.

In the works of national authors Pav-
el Zamfir [21, p.160] and Igor Trofimov [20,
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notiunile de regn animal, fauna terestra si acva-
tica, lume animala.

Potrivit dictionarului explicativ al limbii
romane, notiunea de ,regn” desemneaza cea
mai mare categorie sistematica in biologie, fie-
care dintre cele trei diviziuni ale corpurilor din
natura: animal, vegetal si mineral. Corespunza-
tor, regnul animal constituie cea mai mare ca-
tegorie sistematica in biologie, totalitatea unor
specii de animale care vietuiesc in mod natural
pe uscat, in apa, in atmosfera sau in sol, inclusiv
monocelulare, nevertebrate si cordate.

Prin fauna se intelege totalitatea anima-
lelor de pe tot globul pamantesc, dintr-o anu-
mita regiune, de pe un teritoriu dat sau dintr-o
anumita epoca geologica, constituitd In urma
unui proces istoric de evolutie. Termenul fauna
denumeste si diferite grupe de animale - ma-
miferele, pasarile domestice si salbatice, albi-
nele, pestii, viermii de matase etc. [16, p.156]

In sens larg, notiunea de fauni desem-
neaza totalitatea animalelor (salbatice sau
domestice) de pe intreaga planeta, de pe un
teritoriu determinat sau dintr-o anumita epo-
ca geologicd, constituita in urma unui proces
istoric de evolutie. Deosebim fauna terestra
si fauna acvatica. Termenul de fauna terestra
intruneste diferite grupe de animale terestre,
cum ar fi: mamiferele, pasarile domestice si
salbatice, albinele, viermii de matase etc. [17,
p.397]

Din categoria faunei terestre putem dis-
tinge fauna domestica, alcatuita din animale
domestice, fauna cinegeticd, alcatuita din ani-
male de interes vanatoresc, si fauna salbatic3,
alcatuitd din animalele salbatice [13, p.117],
fiecare categorie avand un regim de reglemen-
tare juridica particulara.

Notiunea de viata salbaticd semnifica
toate formele de viata care nu depind direct
de om: atat viata animala, cat si vegetala [11,
p.117].

Concluzionam ca notiunea de fauna este
una mai larga dupa sens, cuprinzand celelalte
categorii de concepte, cum ar fi regnul animal,
lumea animal3, fauna terestra, fauna acvatica,
fauna domestica, fauna cinegetica.

Astfel, in Legea cu privire la regnul ani-
mal este mentionata notiunea regnului animal
care si am expus-o mai sus, insa nu este clara
situatia animalelor domestice, cu privire la care
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p-291], Grigore Ardelean, Andrian Cretu the
notions of animal kingdom, terrestrial and
aquatic fauna, animal world is used.

According to the explanatory diction-
ary of the Romanian language, the notion of
skingdom” designates the largest systematic
category in biology, each of the three divisions
of bodies in nature: animal, vegetable and min-
eral. Correspondingly, the animal kingdom is
the largest systematic category in biology, the
totality of species of animals living naturally
on land, in water, in the atmosphere or in the
soil, including monocellular, invertebrates and
chordates.

Fauna means the totality of animals
throughout the world, in a given region, ter-
ritory or geological epoch, formed as a result
of a historical evolutionary process. The term
fauna also denotes different groups of animals-
mammals, domestic and wild birds, bees, fish,
silkworms, etc. [16, p.156] In a broad sense, the
notion of fauna denotes the totality of animals
(wild or domestic) from all over the planet,
from a given territory or from a given geologi-
cal epoch, constituted as a result of a historical
process of evolution. We distinguish between
terrestrial fauna and aquatic fauna. The term
terrestrial fauna includes different groups of
terrestrial animals, such as mammals, domes-
tic and wild birds, bees, silkworms, etc. [17,
p.397].

As a consequence, within the category
of terrestrial fauna we can distinguish domes-
tic fauna, made up of domestic animals, game
fauna, made up of animals of hunting interest
and wild fauna, made up of wild animals [13,
p-117], each category having a particular legal
regulation regime.

The notion of wildlife means all forms of
life that do not depend directly on humans: ani-
mal and plant life [11, p.117].

As a consequence, we conclude that the
notion of fauna is a broader one in the sense
that it encompasses other categories of con-
cepts such as the animal kingdom, the animal
world, terrestrial fauna, aquatic fauna, domes-
tic fauna, game fauna.

Thus, in the Law on the animal kingdom,
the concept of the animal kingdom is men-
tioned, which we have explained above, but
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regasim doar sintagma ca ,relatiile In dome-
niul protectiei si folosirii animalelor domestice
intretinute In captivitate sau semicaptivitate in
scopuri economice, stiintifice, cultural-educa-
tive si estetice, sunt reglementate de legislatia
respectiva” [3, art.1 alin.2]. Din contextul Legii
mentionate reiese ca ,regnul animal este pro-
prietate publica”, iar cadrul normativ privind
statutul animalelor domestice e partial neglijat,
fiind reglementat doar de prevederile Codului
civil al Republicii Moldova.

Drept consecinta, obiect al relatiilor de
protectie si folosire a regnului animal sunt ani-
malele salbatice care vietuiesc in mod natural
pe uscat, in apa, In atmosfera sau in sol, popu-
leaza permanent sau temporar teritoriul tarii,
cu exceptia speciilor atribuite la categoria dau-
ndtorilor [21, p.161].

Facand referintd la alte acte normative
de specialitate, intr-adevar putem afirma ca
este reglementat regimul folosirii animalelor
domestice mai cu seama in scopuri stiintifice si
estetice si mai putin economice. In general in
legislatia autohtond nu exista un act normativ
care ar stabili cu precizie sporita: statutul juri-
dic al animalelor domestice; ce categorii de ani-
male pot fi incluse 1n aceasta listd; intocmirea
unei astfel de liste; ducerea evidentei acestora;
folosirea si protectia juridica a acestora; stabi-
lirea sanctiunilor iIn cazul unui comportament
crud fatd acestea, etc. De aceea, este logica pro-
punerea de a perfecta baza legislativa existen-
ta cu inducerea unor completdri si schimbari
semnificative.

Vizavi de cele mentionate mai sus, drept
exemplu poate servi doctrina si legislatia Ro-
maniei, unde este expusa o clasificare certd a
protectiei si folosirii animalelor In urmatoarele
institutii:

1. Protectia juridica si folosirea anima-
lelor salbatice,

2. Protectia juridica si folosirea anima-
lelor domestice,

3. Protectia juridica si folosirea pasari-
lor [17, p.342].

Autorul roman Ernest Lupan [16, p.242]
defineste animalele salbatice drept ,acelea care
nu au fost domesticite sau imblanzite; acestea
exista si traiesc, In principiu, fara interventia
omului...”, pe cand cele domestice sunt ,acele
animale care au fost domesticite sau Imblanzi-
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the situation of domestic animals is not clear,
we only find the phrase that ,relations in the
field of protection and use of domestic animals
kept in captivity or semi-captivity for econom-
ic, scientific, cultural-educational and aesthetic
purposes are regulated by the respective leg-
islation” [3, art.1 para.2]. From the context of
the mentioned Law, it appears that: ,the animal
kingdom is public property”, the normative
framework on the status of domestic animals
being partially neglected, being regulated only
by the provisions of the Civil Code of the Re-
public of Moldova.

As a consequence, the object of the pro-
tection and use relationships of the animal
kingdom are wild animals living naturally on
land, in water, in the atmosphere or in the soil,
permanently or temporarily populating the
territory of the country, except for species as-
signed to the pest category [21, p.161].

Referring to other specialized legislation,
we can indeed state that the regime governing
the use of domestic animals is regulated mainly
for scientific and aesthetic purposes and less
for economic purposes. In general, there is no
legislation in the national legislation that would
establish with greater precision the legal status
of domestic animals, which categories of ani-
mals can be included in this list, the drawing up
of such a list, the keeping of records, their use
and legal protection, the establishment of sanc-
tions in case of cruel behavior towards them,
etc. Therefore, it is logical to propose to perfect
the existing legislative basis by introducing ad-
ditions and sensible changes.

The above can be used as an example in
the doctrine and legislation of Romania, where
a clear classification of the protection and use
of animals is set out in the following institu-
tions:

1. Legal protection and use of wild ani-
mals,

2. Legal protection and use of domestic
animals,

3. Legal protection and use of birds [17,
p.342].

The Romanian author Ernest Lupan [16,
p.242] defines wild animals as: ,those that have
not been domesticated or tamed; they exist
and live, in principle, without human interven-
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te, ele traiesc pe langa casa si satisfac nevoi ale
omului sub forma de hrana ori servesc la exe-
cutarea unor munci sau la agrement”.

Doctrina rusd face o delimitare conclu-
dentd dintre regimul juridic aplicabil animale-
lor sdlbatice de interes vandtoresc si animalelor
domestice care nu cad sub incidenta reglemen-
tarilor legislatiei de mediu, ci sunt reglementa-
te de legislatia civila. Particularitatile regimului
juridic aplicabil regnului animal a fost enuntat
incd in antichitate. In dreptul german exista o
reguld potrivit careia ,orice pasare sau animal
aflate 1n libertate pe un fond forestier fara sta-
pan, nehranite de mana omului sunt darul lui
Dumnezeu si nu apartine nimanui” [15, p.298].
Se desprinde un caracter specific regnului ani-
mal aplicabil si astazi, anume faptul ca anima-
lele salbatice se afld in libertate In mediul lor
de existenta.

Potrivit celor mentionate supra, con-
cluzionam ca notiunea de regn animal con-
stituie totalitatea unor specii de animale care
vietuiesc In mod natural pe uscat, in ap3, adica
acelea care sunt fara detinator [5, art.1, alin.1.].
Ordinul nr. 523/2008 pentru aprobarea Nor-
melor metodologice de aplicare a Legii Roma-
niei nr. 205/2004 privind protectia animalelor
defineste ,animalele salbatice” ca fiind toate
animalele, exceptandu-le pe cele domestice si
pe cele de companie.

Legea privind lumea animala a Federatiei
Ruse [6] si a Republicii Kazahstan utilizeaza
notiunea de ,fauna” intr-o maniera uniforms3,
prin care se intelege totalitatea organismelor
de tot felul, de animale salbatice care traiesc
permanent sau temporar intr-o stare de liber-
tate naturald, precum si resursele naturale ale
platoului continental si zona economica exclu-
siva a statului.

Potrivit legiuitorul rus, regnul animal
constituie un sistem de organisme vii ale tutu-
ror animalelor salbatice aflate in libertate natu-
rala, care temporar sau permanent populeaza
teritoriul statului si formeaza nemijlocit parte
integranta a resurselor naturale. Identificam
nemijlocit, drept obiecte a regnului animal,
doar animalele sdlbatice si habitatul acestora.

Cercetdtorul rus N.N. Vedenin nu este in-
trutotul de acord cu formularea legala a notiunii
de regn animal. Dupd cum s-a mentionat si su-
pra, nu se face delimitarea clara intre catego-
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tion...”, while domesticated animals are ,those
animals that have been domesticated or tamed,
they live around the house and satisfy human
needs in the form of food or serve to perform
some work or for leisure”.

Russian doctrine makes a clear distinc-
tion between the legal regime applicable to
wild animals of hunting interest and domes-
tic animals, which are not subject to the regu-
lations of environmental legislation but are
regulated by civil law. The specifics of the legal
regime applicable to the animal kingdom have
been set out since ancient times. In German law
there was a rule according to which ,,any bird
or animal at large on a forest floor without an
owner, untended by man, is the gift of God and
belongs to no one” [15, p.298]. A specific char-
acteristic of the animal kingdom that is still ap-
plicable today is that wild animals are free in
their environment.

According to the above, we conclude that
the concept of animal kingdom constitutes the
totality of species of animals living naturally on
land, in water, i.e., those that are without keep-
ers [5, art.1 para.1l.] Order No 523/2008 ap-
proving the Methodological Norms for the ap-
plication of Romanian Law No 205/2004 on the
protection of animals defines ,wild animals” as
all animals except domestic and pet animals.

The Law of the Russian Federation [6]
and of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the ani-
mal world uses the term ,fauna” in a uniform
manner, which means all organisms of all kinds
of wild animals living permanently or tempo-
rarily in a state of natural freedom, as well as
the natural resources of the continental shelf
and the exclusive economic zone of the State.

According to the Russian legislation, the
animal kingdom constitutes a system of living
organisms of all wild animals living in natural
freedom, which temporarily or permanently
populate the territory of the state and form an
integral part of the natural resources. We iden-
tify only wild animals and their habitat as ob-
jects of the animal kingdom.

The Russian researcher Vedenin N.N.
does not entirely agree with the legal formu-
lation of the notion of animal kingdom. As
mentioned above, there is no clear distinction
between the categories of wildlife and animal
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riile de fauna salbatica si regn animal, acestea
fiind folosite In mod interschimbabil. Tinem sa
mentionam, cad legiuitorul rus reglementeaza
doar regimul juridic aplicabil animalelor aflate
in conditii naturale in libertate, nefiind regle-
mentata soarta altor animale (de ex.: domesti-
ce, cele aflate In semicaptivitate sau folosite in
scopuri experimentale ori stiintifice).

Analizand Legea regnului animal a Repu-
blicii Kirgizstan [22] si a Armeniei [23], putem
ferm concluziona ca conceptul de ,regn animal”
se rasfrange doar asupra animalelor salbatice
ce vietuiesc in libertate 1n conditii naturale.

Legislatia Republicii Belarus [24, art.1,
p.20] expune ca: ,regnul animal constituie o
componentd a mediului, a resurselor naturale
regenerabile, care cuprinde un ansamblu de
animalele sdlbatice protejate ce in mod perma-
nent sau temporar vietuiesc pe teritoriul Repu-
blicii Belarus, inclusiv animalele salbatice aflate
in captivitate”. Conform unei opinii doctrinare
[8, p-252], In componenta regnului animal nu
pot fi incluse animalele sdlbatice aflate in cap-
tivitate. Totodatd, facand precizari referitoare
la delimitarea animalelor domestice de cele
salbatice, constatam ca de fapt ultimele apar
si vietuiesc In mod natural, in libertate, fara
interventia considerabila a omului. Este nece-
sar de a lua In considerare faptul, ca in unele
situatii reproducerea animalelor salbatice rare,
pe cale de disparitie si de interes vanatoresc in
marea parte este dirijatd de om.

Animalele sdlbatice ca un sistem inte-
grant a regnului animal vietuiesc In limite-
le teritoriale ale statului. Prezinta dificultati
situatiile in care populatiile de animalele sal-
batice de interes cinegetic migreaza, aducand
atingere populatiilor faunistice nemigratoare;
in vederea controlului migratiei acestora, apar
anumite dificultati, rezumandu-se la un mana-
gement si monitoring cinegetic eficient din par-
tea autoritatilor abilitate in acest sector.

Concluzii. Putem afirma cu certitudine
ca regnul animal constituie obiect al raportu-
rilor de mediu, deoarece totalitatea unor specii
de animale vietuiesc Tn mod natural pe uscat,
in apd, In atmosfera sau in sol. Ca criteriu de
identificare a regnului animal este faptul afla-
rii animalelor sdlbatice In conditii de libertate.
Analizand doctrina de specialitate, putem con-
cluziona ca acest indiciu este unul primordial in
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kingdom, which are used interchangeably. It
should be noted that the Russian legislator only
regulates the legal regime applicable to animals
living in the wild in the wild and does not reg-
ulate the fate of other animals (e.g., domestic
animals, animals in semi-captivity or animals
used for experimental or scientific purposes).

Analyzing the Animal Kingdom Law of
the Kyrgyz Republic [22] and Armenia [23] we
can firmly conclude that the concept of ,animal
kingdom” only applies to wild animals living in
the wild under natural conditions.

The legislation of the Republic of Belarus
[24, art.1 p.20] states that: ,the animal king-
dom is a component of the environment, of
renewable natural resources, comprising a set
of protected wild animals, permanently or tem-
porarily living on the territory of the Republic
of Belarus including wild animals in captivity”.
According to a doctrinal opinion [8, p.252], the
animal kingdom cannot include wild animals
in captivity. At the same time, by clarifying the
distinction between domesticated and wild an-
imals, we note that the latter in fact occur and
live naturally, in the wild, without consider-
able human intervention. It should be borne in
mind that, in some cases, the breeding of rare,
endangered wild animals of hunting interest is
largely directed by humans.

Wild animals as an integral system of
the animal kingdom live within the territorial
limits of the state. Difficulties arise when popu-
lations of wild animals of hunting interest mi-
grate, harming non-game wildlife populations.
Difficulties arise in controlling their migration,
which is limited to effective management and
monitoring of hunting by the authorities re-
sponsible for this sector.

Conclusions. We can state with cer-
tainty that the animal kingdom is the subject
of environmental relationships, since all ani-
mal species live naturally on land, in water, in
the atmosphere or in the soil. The criterion for
identifying the animal kingdom is the fact that
wild animals live in the wild. An analysis of the
literature leads to the conclusion that this is
a key indicator for formulating the concept of
animal kingdom.

Wild animals in captivity can only be the
subject of environmental relations in the con-
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vederea formuldrii conceptului de regn animal.

Animalele salbatice aflate in captivitate
pot constitui obiectul raporturilor de mediu
doar In contextul protectiei, reproducerii sau
formarii unor colectii zoologice. Ca urmare,
acestor categorii de animale sdlbatice nu vor
fi aplicate prevederile legale specifice regnului
animal (de exemplu protectia habitatului), ci
alte norme specifice.

Desi regnul animal constituie cea mai
valoroasa componenta a mediului, acesteia i
sunt aduse atingeri In maniera in care ele capa-
ta un caracter neregenerabil (In cazul speciilor
introduse 1n Cartea Rosie si aflate pe cale de
disparitie) sau restabilirea speciilor poarta un
caracter durabil.

text of protection, reproduction or the forma-
tion of zoological collections. As a result, it is
not the legal provisions specific to the animal
kingdom (e.g., habitat protection) that will ap-
ply to these categories of wild animals, but oth-
er specific rules.

Although the animal kingdom is the most
valuable component of the environment, it is
affected in a way that makes it non-renewable
(in the case of species listed in the Red Book
and threatened with extinction) or that makes
its restoration sustainable.
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
